ECUADOR After an evening arrival in Quito
transfer to your five-star boutique hotel—
the only Relais & Chateaux property in
Quito—for a restful night’s sleep.
Overnight: Casa Gangotena

QUITO Join a local guide for a full-day tour
of Quito. (Itinerary sequence may vary.)
Visit the Casa del Alabado Archaeological
Museum to view its collection of pre-
Columbian art. Admire La Compaiiia de
Jesus during an inside tour. Delight your
senses at the vibrant San Francisco Plaza.
Stop by a chocolatier to learn how cacao
beans are processed followed by a tasting
of premium Ecuadorian chocolates. See
Independence Square, the heart of Quito’s
urban planning and a vibrant center of
Ecuadorian life. Journey just north of Quito
to the Middle of the World City. In the

18th century, the French Geodesic Mission
conducted groundbreaking measurements
at this site to determine the shape of the
Earth and pinpoint the location of the
equatorial line. Take an inside tour of Casa
del Higo, a historical house built in 1650
showcasing a rich history of architectural
techniques applied throughout history. This
evening become acquainted with fellow
travelers during a welcome reception and
orientation.

HAT ISLET After a wet landing onto the
island’s black sand beach walk the trail

and spot for recently reintroduced land
iguanas amidst the lava flows. At low tide,
marine iguanas graze upon algae beds and
colonies of fur seals relax in the sunshine.
This active location is ideal for snorkeling.
Chinese Hat Islet features a walking trail
that begins at a beautiful beach and ends
atop a cliff with spectacular views of the
shore below.
