Apprenticeships are an exciting
paid option for anyone wanting to
gain experience, upskill or change
career. They offer you the chance
to earn a wage whilst you work
and study.

*Changes to the way that Apprenticeships can be
delivered from 2025 mean that some can be
completed in a shorter timeframe; instead of the

traditional 12 months some may be shorter in duration,
but will still require a minimum of 8 months.
