Ancients worshipped different 
pantheons of gods and goddesses. The 
Egyptians, Greeks and Romans 
associated their deities with various 
aspects of Life and Nature. During the 
Indus Valley period also, most people 
followed polytheism  and worshipped 
worldly symbols. Some, however, 
transitioned to monotheism over time.  

Monotheism was propagated by Guru 
Nanak and was followed by all nine 
Sikh Gurus after him. They rejected 
the existence of numerous gods and 
godesses  and believed in One 
Effulgent and Eternal Creator of the 
Universe (s). Guru Gobind Singh 
wrote  in the preamble of  Jaap Sahib, 
one of his poetical compositions :

He fought and 
won 14 battles against the tyrants and 
saluted the ‘Strength of God’, as the 
“Wielder of the Sword”.

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Sikhs’ Role in Netaji’s Indian National Army (INA) 

Dr Raja Balraj Singh, Calgary (Canada)

As India celebrates its Republic Day, 
every Indian’s mind goes back to the 
sacrifices of the great patriots who 
pioneered the freedom struggle. 
Thousands of them who fought in the 
Azad Hind Fauj (Indian National 
Army) were arrested in Singapore and 
Malaya by the British. They activated 
the spirit of a subjugated people. In 
1942,  the INA was set up under the 
leadership of Captain Mohan Singh at 
Singapore. Netaji Subhas Chandra 
Bose in 1943 turned it into a 
formidable  army of more than 40,000 
soldiers, including Indian prisoners of 
war (POW) and civilian volunteers 
belonging to different religions from 
several Asian countries.  
 
Netaji gave the call, “Give me blood, 
and I shall give you freedom!” inspired 
thousands to join the fight against 
colonial oppression. In October 1943, 
he proclaimed the establishment of the 
Provisional Government of Azad Hind 
Fauj in Singapore, declaring war on 
Britain and their allies. The INA fought 
critical battles at Arakan, Burma and 
Imphal. They underscored the INA’s 
commitment to India's freedom, for 
which they laid down their lives.  

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
In April 1944, Colonel Shaukat Malik 
of the INA raised the Indian Flag in 
Manipur. This bold act was a powerful 
symbol of hope and Public Unity in 
India. The  trials of  some prominent 
INA leaders like Shah Nawaz Khan, 
Prem Sahgal, and Sardar Gurbaksh 
Singh Dhillon,  were held by the 
British in Delhi  in November 1945. 
These  ignited a wave of outrage in the 
country and strengthened India’s 
collective  resolve to end of British 
colonial rule. Sikhs served as some of 
its earliest organizers, key 
commanders and a disproportionately 
large share of its fighting force. Their 
participation shaped the military 
strength of INA.  
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Role of Sikhs in the INA 
 
Before Captain Mohan Singh was 
captured by the Japanese, he 
reorganized thousands of Indian 
POWs into a liberation army, laying 
the groundwork for  the Azad Hind 
Fauj. With his initiative, the INA 
gained unprecedented strength.  Sikhs 
formed a large proportion of the INA’s 
soldiers, far exceeding their 
percentage in India’s population. Their 
military training and discipline gave 
the INA combat capability as several 
prominent officers were Sikhs.  
 
Sikh soldiers fought in all the key INA 
campaigns under Neta ji Subhas 
Chandra Bose.  Their battlefield role 
was crucial for the INA’s entry to India 
militarily. Sikh women also joined an 
all-women combat unit. They served 
as soldiers, nurses, and support staff. It 
was one of the world’s first female 
infantry regiments. The participation 
of Sikhs- men and women- raised the 
INA’s morale. After the war, the Red 
Fort trials of Dhillon, Sahgal, and 
Khan by the British, triggered 
nationwide protests, uniting Indians 
across religious lines and accelerating 
the end of British rule. Netaji’s Statue 
was displayed in Amritsar as a lasting 
memorial.  
 
 

The Indian Army opposed INA’s 
integration with Indian Army after 
Independence. In 1963, the 
government granted a modest financial 
package to them. Initially they were 
denied freedom fighter status and 
pensions. Later, some of the INA 
leaders were offered prominent roles. 
Shah Nawaz Khan served as Minister 
of State for Railways, Abid Hasan 
became an ambassador, and Lakshmi 
Sahgal, leader of the Rani of Jhansi 
Regiment of INA, was honored. 
However, the struggles mostly went 
unrecognized. No memorials or 
museums to honor the INA’s legacy 
were set up, and history books did not 
adequately include their sacrifices. In 
2016, pensions for freedom fighters, 
including INA veterans, were raised. 
 
Every year, India must honor all 
surviving INA soldiers and their 
families at national, state, and district 
levels. This will not only 
commemorate their sacrifices but also 
preserve their inspiring legacy and 
express our collective gratitude to 
them. We should remember INA’s 
patriots, like other soldiers. Only then 
India can truly honour the spirit of the 
freedom they fought for and won  at 
the cost of  their lives.

Sahib, or mention a line or idea you want to understand better, in your own everyday language.  
• The AI guide listens and then offers a calm, conversational response aimed at supporting your 

vichar and gently bringing you back to Japji Sahib and its guidance.

Sikh Affairs have been a subject of 
perennial interest among Indians and 
people of other Faiths globally. It is not 
due to their distinct appearance only. 
Their approach to spiritual as well as 
temporal issues is different. In their 
process of evolution, they had to fight 
for their existence in a hostile social 
and political environment. This book 
‘Interactions with Sikhs of Today’ 
explores Sikh History and Leadership 
through Gurbani, the Teachings of 
Sikh Gurus  embodied in Sri Guru 
Granth Sahib and the fight for their 
rights by the relentless efforts of 

progressive thinkers like Sant Teja 
Singh (1877–1965).
