Frenz Kaftka’s two novels The Trial
and The Castle would not have
reached the readers had it not been
the obduracy of his friend Max
Brod who refused to honour the
writer's wishes and have the
manuscripts  destroyed.  Vladimir
Nobokov's son similarly ignored his

father’s wishes and published his

half complete novel.

The moot question of publishing a
book against the wish of an author
came to the forefront with the
release of Gabriel Garcia Marquez’s
novella, Untl August. Marquez
wrote this novel in the late nineties
and soon he was detected with
cancer, he abandoned it for the next
fifteen years and picked it up again
but at this time he was battling with
dementia  (memory loss).
