Day 1 | Arrival in Cape Town 

Arrive in Cape Town, where you’ll be met by your host and
transferred to your accommodation.

Day 2 | Cape Town and Table Mountain Tour

Set off on a private half-day exploration of Cape Town’s
highlights.

Ascend iconic Table Mountain by
cable car for sweeping views across the Cape Peninsula.

Later, visit Highgate Ostrich Show Farm for an
entertaining insight into these remarkable birds, followed by a
delicious lunch.
