MAGNET PROGRAMS

For students who have specific professional 
aspirations, we offer four highly acclaimed 
Magnet Programs — the first of their kind in 
Orange County! These programs set the bar 
or what diverse and immersive elective 
opportunities can look like for high school 
students.

DUPONT BUSINESS MAGNET
This program develops future leaders who are 
well-prepared, knowledgeable, and skilled for 
the global business environment, ready to excel 
at the nation’s top business schools. Courses 
focus on critical thinking, business 
fundamentals, and life skills such as personal 
finance. Students benefit from practical training 
in résumé, preparation and interview 
techniques, and gain hands-on experience 
through their Senior Capstone Project which 
includes an off campus internship and the 
creation of a comprehensive business plan, 
which they present to an executive panel. 

PROJECT A-PULSE MEDICAL MAGNET
This program provides students who are serious-
ly considering a career in medicine the unique 
opportunity to explore various disciplines within 
the medical field. The four-year course of studies
includes classroom instruction in advanced 
math, life and health sciences, combined with 
clinical knowledge provided by working profes-
sionals at Memorial Care Saddleback Medical 
Center in Laguna Hills.



ENGINEERING MAGNET
The Engineering magnet was created by a 
former NASA engineer who emphasized 
hands-on laboratory experiments and proj-
ect-based learning, preparing students for an 
engineering curriculum at the collegiate level. 
Students will learn how to use 3D CAD soft-
ware, acquire strong teamwork and communi-
cation proficiency, and develop organizational, 
critical thinking, and problem-solving skills. 

PAT AHLE LAW MAGNET
Taught by experienced and licensed professional 
attorneys, this program is modeled after college 
level law school courses and utilizes law school 
textbooks and teaching methods. Our program 
faculty have an extensive background in both 
criminal and civil law, and over 100 years of 
combined legal experience. Under their guid-
ance, students will develop their writing, analyti-
cal thinking, reasoning and speaking skills, write 
many different types of legal briefs/memoranda, 
participate in our mock trial program, and meet 
with members of the Law Advisory Board.

HUMANITIES

Our Humanities program is a two-period course 
that presents an integrated English and Theology 
curriculum in the tradition of the Classical  
Liberal Arts. Drawing on the great thinkers, 
writers, philosophers, and artists of Western 
Civilization, the course will form students’ minds 
through an education of the heart.

EVER ANCIENT, EVER NEW
Humanities is an inter-disciplinary program that
takes a thematic-historic approach. It follows a
four-year trajectory from the Ancients to Post-
Modernism studying the foundations, high
points, and centrality of Christian culture
and the Catholic worldview in forming an
understanding of the human person. Focusing on

readings in English and Theology from the
Western canon and Christian culture, the
program seeks to uncover the common-
thread that weaves all great ideas together — 
mainly, Christ revealed through the good, the 
true, and the beautiful. Students will earn a 
total of 20 academic credits (10 Theology 
Honors and 10 English Honors). Enrollment 
caps at 20 students — conducive to an envi-
ronment fit for vibrant discussion conducted 
in a seminar-style approach.



HOUSE SYSTEM

JSerra’s House Program is designed to foster 
authentic community, provide mentorship, and 
develop student leaders through a biblical 
lens—all while having fun and building school 
spirit. 

What is the House Program?

■     JSerra students are placed into one of six 
Houses, each named after a location signifi-
cant to the life of St. Junípero Serra.
■     Within each House, students meet three 
times per week in a dedicated Homeroom 
period led by a faculty Mentor Leader.
■     Each Homeroom is single-sex and 
multi-grade, made up of freshmen, sopho-
mores, juniors, and seniors, allowing for 
cross-grade mentorship and the chance to 
build lasting friendships.
■     Students remain in the same House all 
four years, strengthening their connection 
with peers and their Mentor Leader over 
time.
■     At the end of each year, the House with 
the highest number of points is awarded the 
JSerra Cup. Houses earn points through a 
variety of activities, including House vs. 
House competitions, displays of school spirit, 
participation in JSerra events, and service 
projects.



LEADERSHIP

Caritas Christi is one of JSerra’s highest honors, 
reserved for roughly 10% of each senior class. 
These student leaders serve our community 
with a positive, courteous, and enthusiastic 
spirit, inspired by 2 Corinthians 5:14 — “For the 
love of Christ urges us on…” Since 2005, Caritas 
Christi members have been recognized for their 
leadership, loyalty, generous service, strong 
academic standing, and exemplary character. 
Through their selfless witness, they embody the 
core virtues of JSerra and set a powerful 
example for aspiring underclassmen.



SERVICE

Our Christian Service Program is an essential
part of the JSerra experience. Besides being a
requirement for graduation, this facet of JSerra’s
educational philosophy is integral to the human
and spiritual formation of our students, inspiring
in them the virtues of magnanimity, compassion,
and generosity. JSerra students are expected to
serve their fellow man through acts of charity —
especially as it relates to the underprivileged and
those in greatest need. In addition to local service
opportunities, JSerra offers two mission trips per
year to Pieru, Peru. Throughout the week-long
trip, students not only assist in building homes
and schools, visiting orphanages, providing
homecare visits, and assembling and delivering
food care packages, they also encounter the
beauty of another culture and form lifelong
relationships with those they meet along the
way.

Additionally, the Sisters run JSerra’s OCIA program, 
lead the school-wide Virtue Program, conduct 
discipleship groups, and inject a joyful Christian 
spirit in daily campus life.

CAMPUS MINISTRY AND N.E.T.
National Evangelization Teams (N.E.T.) is a robust
Catholic youth ministry that serves JSerra as an
extension of the school’s Campus Ministry team.
Together with our campus ministers, they are 
dedicated to offering students spiritual support 
and opportunities to grow in friendship with 
their community and deepen their relationship 
with Christ through nine overnight retreats, 
discipleship groups, worship nights, Bible studies, 
and more! Additionally, N.E.T. Missionaries meet 
with every student on campus four times a year 
for one-on-one mentoring.



Virtue is essential to Christian living and
necessary for growth in character. Students at
JSerra are exposed to over 40 different virtues
through the virtue curriculum developed by the
Dominican Sisters. Throughout the school year a
particular virtue is highlighted each week
encouraging students to focus on and consider
practical ways in which they can improve in that
virtue. Opportunities are provided in theology
class for students to self-reflect, set goals for
improvement, and ask for the Lord’s help. A
common language of virtue is used in all subject
areas, enabling teachers to emphasize virtue
themes in content and conversation. Our
teachers, staff, and coaches seek to affirm
virtuous behavior in students and inspire them
towards goodness.

The Education in Virtue curriculum used at 
JSerra flows from the rich foundation provided 
by St. Thomas Aquinas and Aristotle. Our virtue 
textbook, “The Virtue Field Guide,” authored by 
the Dominican Sisters, provides detail about 
each virtue, including definitions, scripture 
passages, examples from the lives of saints, 
reflection questions, and practical applications.

PERFORMING ARTS
JSerra encourages students to explore their  
creative side by providing ample opportunities 
to participate in just about every aspect of the 
Performing or Visual Arts! All students are  
welcome to engage in more than one activity —   
in fact, most of our students balance participation 
in the arts with clubs and sports.

BROADCAST JOURNALISM
Broadcast journalism gives students hands-on
experience in all aspects of television, video,  
studio, sports, and entertainment production.

DANCE
Dance classes are offered during the regular 
school day for dancers of all levels who are 
interested in learning a variety of styles such as 
ballet, jazz, lyrical, and contemporary. They can 
even try their hand at choreographing their own 
dances for themselves and their peers!

FILM
Film takes aspiring student-filmmakers on a 
journey of the video and film-making process 
from single camera theory to the nuances of 
lighting, audio, and editing.

THEATRE
Theatre is not only a part of the Arts department,
but a lively theatre company run by students who
manage it as if it were a professional ensemble.
By producing two plays and one musical each
year, students gain practical experience in
company management, theatrical design,
theatre history, scene study, and improvisation.
