These fixes are
cheap, quick, and immediately
change the impression your home
gives. Think of it as quieting all the
“but what about.” doubts before
they even start.

QUICK WINS CHECKLIST:

Tighten loose doorknobs and
cabinet pulls

Patch and touch up scuffed
\WellS

Oil squeaky door hinges
Stop dripping faucets
(usually a washer swap)

Smooth out any sticky
sliding doors or drawers
