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UACCB’s Class B CDL professional skills training prepares
you to earn the license required to drive a school bus,
commercial passenger vehicle, or a single vehicle with a
gross vehicle weight rating (GVWR) of 26,001 pounds or
more.

Students who successfully complete this course will earn a
Class B Commercial Driver License with a Passenger
Endorsement.

This training is especially valuable for teachers, coaches,
and school staff in rural districts who need the flexibility to
transport students safely and legally on school buses.

How many times can I take the written Commercial
Learners Permit (CLP) test?
As many as you need, but each CDL Packet you buy
from the state only provides three testing tries. 

For how long is my Commercial Learners Permit
valid?
You have until the CDL Packet's expiration date, one
year from the date of purchase, to obtain your license. 

After I pass the written CLP exam, how do I get my
plastic learners permit card?
You must take your scorecard from the exam to your
local state Revenue Office.

Will I be required to take a drug screening test?
Yes. Before class begins you must pass a drug test.

What do I do if I can't make it to a day of class?
You must call your instructor BEFORE the class
begins that day.

Can I work while taking this course?
Yes! Our evening classes are designed
for working adults.
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Will I need to pass a driving test to get my CDL?
Yes. Our instructor will bring our bus to the testing site
for you to drive.

What happens if I do not pass my driving test?
You can re-test, but if you fail to pass the driving test
two times, you must pay UACCB $125 for each
additional re-test to help cover fuel, instructor, and
maintenance costs.

Are scholarships available for this program?
Yes! Eligible students can apply for the Arkansas
Workforce Challenge Scholarship, which provides up
to $800 in funding.

How long does it take to complete the program?
The program lasts four weeks and includes 24 hours
of instruction.

Can I drive a school bus if I am 18 years old?
You can earn a Class B CDL if you are at least 18, 
but school districts may only hire drivers who 
are 21 or older.
