Application steps:
1.By June 11: Submit your housing application and contract via eRezlife
2.By June 19: If you want to match yourself with a roommate, set up your
RoomeeZ profile and search for a roommate. Alternatively, if you already
know another new student you'd like to live with, you can exchange
emails and match with them directly.

Before a student submits their housing application, they will be required to
agree to the terms and conditions of the housing and dining contract.
After submitting the application, they will be sent a link to the contract via
their Pacific email. Please read this agreement to understand the various
terms and conditions of living in college-provided housing.
