James grew up in the family business 
making his first piece of furniture whilst he was still in primary school. When James and 
David started out in 1999 they decided the furniture should be made in Romania – its 
sensitively managed forests and skilled craftsmen made it an obvious choice. 

We want our kitchens and furniture to be as eco-friendly as it can be. We’ve built our own 
solar powered kilns to dry our wood. The trees we use have been individually chosen; there 
is a no clear felling policy in the forests and the logs can be pulled out by horses to minimise 
ecological damage.

With our Cotswold showroom in Chipping Campden, we proudly celebrate our British 
heritage and artisanal craftsmanship.
