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First released in 2016, the multi-issue
annual Courage Score analyzes data from
votes cast on key progressive bills of the
legislative session. The 11th Annual
Courage Score grades how California
legislators represented their constituents
in the 2025 legislative year.

At CourageScore.org, users can find
scores and voting history for every
California legislator, providing a clear
account of the willingness of their elected
officials to courageously stand up for and
vote in the best interests of the people
and families they serve — over the
interests of corporate lobbyists with deep
pockets, who exploit Californians and their
communities.
