See Saheliyon ki
Bari (Garden of the Maidens)—a beautifully
landscaped retreat built in the 18th century by
Maharana Sangram Singh ll—followed by a
visit to the Bhartiya Lok Kala Mandal museum
and performance center.

UDAIPUR Visit the City Palace museum
overlooking Lake Pichola. Next visit Jagdish
Temple, a revered Hindu temple built in 1651
AD by Maharana Jagat Singh |, dedicated to
Lord Vishnu.

DELHI | FLIGHT TO VARANASI After lunch explore
the old city of Varanasi.

Later,
visit Sarnath, an important archaeological site that
according to tradition is where Buddha first taught
his followers after reaching enlightenment. Explore
the temple and admire the great craftsmanship

of Buddhist art. Tonight revel in the company and
talent of a trained classical musician.
