Tresa Dunbar Garrett, PhD, is a nationally respected educational 
executive and instructional leader with more than 25 years of 
experience leading complex school systems and advancing 
equitable outcomes for historically underserved and justice-
involved youth. She currently serves as Superintendent of 
Schools for the Illinois Department of Juvenile Justice and the 
Illinois Department of Corrections School District #428, where she 
provides statewide leadership for educational programming across 
secure facilities.

Dr. Dunbar Garrett is widely recognized for her ability to design and implement high-impact 
instructional systems rooted in data, research, and continuous improvement. She has 
successfully led districtwide curriculum alignment, trauma-informed and restorative practices, 
blended learning models, and career and technical education initiatives. 
Throughout her career, Dr. Dunbar Garrett has demonstrated exceptional leadership in 
turning around underperforming schools. As Principal of Henry H. Nash Elementary School, 
in Chicago, Illinois, she removed the school from 18 years of academic probation, elevated 
its performance rating from Level 3 to Level 1+, reduced discipline referrals by 66 percent, 
and significantly increased student achievement and attendance, all in four short years. Her 
leadership consistently centers students, families, and communities as partners in school 
improvement.

In addition to her executive leadership roles, Dr. Dunbar Garrett has served as Assistant 
Superintendent, Master Principal, School Consultant, and university-based researcher 
and instructor. Her work has been featured in The Principal Story, a Wallace Foundation 
documentary highlighting effective school leadership. She has also contributed scholarly 
chapters examining school change, instructional leadership, and urban education. Dr. Dunbar 
is the author of over five refereed articles, in various educational journals. 

Dr. Dunbar Garrett holds a PhD and Ed.M. in Elementary Education from the University of 
Illinois at Urbana-Champaign and a Bachelor of Science in Education from Loyola University 
Chicago. She is an active member of multiple professional organizations supporting school 
leadership and correctional education. Known for her strategic vision, collaborative approach, 
and unwavering commitment to equity, Dr. Dunbar Garrett continues to shape educational 
systems that expand opportunity and excellence for all students.

Dr. Dunbar Garrett is a 35-year uninterrupted life member of Alpha Kappa Alpha Sorority, 
Incorporated and is a past President of Theta Omega chapter and the AKArama Foundation, 
Incorporated. She is also a past President of the Chicago (IL) Chapter of The Links, 
Incorporated. Dr. Dunbar Garrett holds membership and offices on numerous community-
based boards. She has been married to Mr. Keith R. Garrett, a life member of Alpha Phi Alpha 
Fraternity, Incorporated for 30 years.

LAMBDA ALPHA OMEGA CHAPTER
Born from the social shifts of the civil rights movement, the 1960s and 70s saw a new wave of 
African American professionals settle in Chicago’s western suburbs. Seeking community and 
purpose, these professionals - many of whom were members of the National Pan-Hellenic 
Council - began to organize.

THE FOUNDATION
The journey began at a tea hosted by Ethel I. Gary in Wheaton, Illinois. Originally known as the 
Western Suburban Associates of Alpha Kappa Alpha, the group was led by:

In February 1976, they held their inaugural fundraiser, “Leaping into ’76 with AKA,” at the 
Northlake Hotel, benefiting the UNCF and the NAACP.

CHARTERING AND GROWTH
On May 29, 1976, Lambda Alpha Omega became the first sorority chartered in the Chicago 
western suburbs. The ceremony, held at the Hyatt Oak Brook and led by 18th Central Regional 
Director Gloria E. Bond, featured a keynote from Alpha Kappa Alpha’s second International 
President, Loraine R. Green.

Miss FASHIONETTA® is a debutante cotillion designed to prepare and support high school 

students on their road to college and beyond. It is one of the only events of its kind in 

the Metropolitan Chicago Area. The cotillion fosters friendships, encourages academic 

achievement, and promotes social responsibility.  Leading up to that special night, 

debutantes and their escorts embark on a journey of events and workshops to broaden 

their perspectives educationally, socially, and culturally.  

All proceeds from the event support programs and scholarships that enhance the health, 

welfare, economic, and educational development of individuals and families. In 2025, 

the AKA-LADE Foundation supported various civic organizations promoting social justice, 

health, and education for women and children.  The success of our event depends on 

the generosity of our sorority members, local businesses, and friends. This occasion is 

a unique opportunity for us to make a difference in the lives of college-bound students 

who live in our area.

& Applied Arts (BFAA) in Arts Administration/Dance and Choreography from the University 
of Illinois. Upon leaving U of I, Roxiana began instructing dance throughout Joliet and 
Chicago, as well as choreographing at several Chicago theatre venues. Fuqua-Evans has 
taught countless students of all ages and skill levels, helping them to develop their technique, 
confidence, and love for dance.

Roxiana’s teaching philosophy is centered around the belief that dance is for everyone, 
creating a nurturing and inclusive environment in classes, where students can learn and grow 
at their own pace. Roxiana created and founded Generation Dance Company (GDCO) in May 
of 1999. It is dedicated to making a difference in the lives of others through the introduction 
and training in the art of dance. Generation Dance Company is currently the only African 
American owned and operated dance studio in the city of Joliet and the greater Will County 
area, providing formal dance training for the past 25 years.

Through Generation Dance Company, Roxiana has provided technical dance training at an 
economically affordable rate with a target student body consisting of the minority population 
from its various communities.

Training goes beyond the basics of formal techniques to equip students with the discipline, 
knowledge, and awareness of their ability to excel in the performing arts, as well as in life. 
Students learn to respect and appreciate themselves, others, and the arts. They are given the 
necessary tools and guidance to enable them to perform at their very best. At GDCO students 
are trained in ballet, jazz, tap, modern, ballet pointe and hip hop. Specialized classes for Boys 
and Adults are offered as well.

Roxiana’s dedication to the arts extends beyond the studio. In 2019 Fuqua-Evans was selected 
to sit on the Joliet Arts Commission and in 2021 began a second career at Lewis University as 
Theatre Manager and adjunct professor and advisor.

Mrs. Fuqua-Evans works to create an environment where students participate in a process 
that is not only uplifting and soul-inspiring, but also pays it forward by creating a community 
of dancers.

On a personal note, Roxiana is the mother to a 23 year old who is following in her mother’s 
footsteps, achieving her bachelor’s degree in Fine and Applied Arts in Dance Performance 
and Administration from Ohio University. Roxiana is recently married and is enjoying life to 
the fullest with her new husband. She is currently celebrating her 27th year in business with 
Generation Dance Company.
