We will now focus on modernising our fleet and plant equipment to ensure the
teams can deliver quality outcomes and ensure reliability. The changes have not only
improved the level of  funding that we can apply to our second chance program but has
also allowed us to identify investments that will make Joii a leader in construction
technology. This technology will lower the cost of construction and assist with the
shortfall in skilled trade staff  as we head towards the impact of  the 2032 Olympics.

As part of  our strategy to ensure Joii’s relevance we embarked on a networking
strategy that has begun to reap rewards with connections who are keen to work
with us and expand our influence with decision makers in Government and the
private sector. I want to thank our staff  for their hard work and perseverance through out
the last twelve months and helping secure the sustainable future of  Joii.

Unfortunately, some of  those changes included
closing two divisions that were unable to achieve
sustainability. This particular change resulted in staff
being redeployed or finding other employment quickly.
