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Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ, 

Thank you so much for your interest in God’s work here in Poland! It fills my heart with immense joy 
to share with you two recent, remarkable testimonies of God’s faithfulness and transformative power.

Truly, our God is great and performs wonders before our very eyes. One such miracle is the provision 
of a piece of land that He led us to discover and purchase for the purposes of His Kingdom. The journey
to this blessing was not without challenges—it took us two years filled with ups and downs, obstacles,
and moments of disappointment. Yet, we held onto the truth that God’s timing is perfect, for this is His
story, not ours.

After much hard work and perseverance, we have finally acquired a property surrounded by serene
woods, with direct access to a lake and breathtaking views. This place will become the very first
Christian Training Center in a region of 10 million people in Northwest Poland—a beacon of light for the
Gospel in this part of the world.

We can only imagine the thousands who will be trained there to share their faith! We are already
thanking God for the countless lives that will be transformed through camps, events, and conferences
held at the center—leading many to put their trust in Jesus.

The second story I’d like to share is about Fryderyk, a young man 
who recently came to faith at Amazing Grace Church.

Fryderyk, 16, was raised Catholic but, like many, had drifted into 
disbelief, concluding there was no God. One day, however, 
a troubling thought struck him: What if God is real? This thought 
gripped his heart and wouldn’t let go.

In search of answers, he naturally turned to the Catholic Church, 
where a priest gave him a rosary and told him to give his heart 
to Mary. But Fryderyk sensed something wasn’t right. Driven by curiosity, he began reading Bible verses
on his phone and watching videos online about salvation. Slowly, he came to understand a life-changing
truth: salvation is a gift from God, not something earned by works.

Convinced he needed a deeper connection to God, Fryderyk searched online for a community of
believers and found Amazing Grace Church. That’s when we first met him. After we shared the Gospel
with him, he exclaimed, “Yes, that’s what I believe! I just wanted to make sure I understood it right.”

What happened next was truly God at work. Fryderyk began boldly sharing his newfound faith with his
family and friends. His sister gave her life to Jesus, and his mother also became a believer—now joyfully
serving on the church worship team. Fryderyk himself joined the worship team, took on the responsibility
of leading a small group, and is preparing to preach his first sermon at the age of 16! Eager to grow
even further in his faith, he is now considering Christian education in college to deepen his walk with
God and equip himself for the future.

Fryderyk’s testimony is a powerful example of what happens when Jesus steps into someone’s life. 
It is stories like his that inspire us to continue the ministry and even build this Training Center—a place
where many more lives will be touched, transformed, and equipped to serve both God and people.

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In 2018, God inspired and guided us to initiate 
a collaborative movement among evangelical leaders 
in Poland. 

This brought Polish pastors and leaders together, uniting them 
in prayer and shared purpose. After a year-long process of 
preparation and seeking God’s direction, they signed a visionary 
document with a bold goal: to multiply the Polish church fivefold.

Since then, 30% of all Polish churches participated in at least one collaborative project, 400+ pastors
and leaders (there are 700 pastors in total in Poland) were part of strategic meetings, talks, seminars,
prayer meetings, projects and conferences.
