MAJOR DRAINAGE IMPROVEMENTS
UNDERWAY ON VICTORIA'S 13™ HOLE

The 13th hole has long struggled with
drainage, and heavy rainfall would often
leave the fairway and surrounding areas
flooded.

To ensure this never happens again,
Course Superintendent Kriben Gounder
and his dedicated maintenance team are
installing a completely new drainage
system.

The work involves deep trenches,
new stormwater piping and improved
water flow designed to protect the
playing surface for years to come.

While the team is targeting completion
by Friday, 26 June 2026, the excavation
process has revealed significant
underground rock formations, which
may influence the final completion
timeline.

The team is working tirelessly to
minimise disruption to your golf
experience.
