2. The University does not accept responsibility or 
liability for loss or damage to property, or transfer 
of computer viruses to equipment used, or any 
other loss, damage or liability or claim suffered in 
connection with an application made by an individual 
for admission to the University.

3. The University’s annual Prospectus is produced 
at the earliest possible date, normally by February 
in the year prior to the year of entry to which 
the Prospectus relates, to provide the maximum 
assistance to prospective applicants.

sponsor fail to pay due fees and charges, then the 
student will be personally liable to pay them to the 
University.
