The Kimberley Process Certification Scheme
(KPCS) is:

o A global certification system

o Regulates trade in rough diamonds
Prevents trade in conflict diamonds
(blood diamonds)

Conflict Diamonds:

Diamonds used by rebel groups to finance armed
conflict.

2. Key Features of Kimberley
Process

Only member countries can trade rough
diamonds with each other.
Every shipment must carry a Kimberley
Process Certificate.
Aims to ensure diamonds are:

o Conflict-free

o Legally sourced
