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VICAR’S MESSAGE 
 

Greetings in the name of our Lord Jesus Christ 

The month of November is very important in the History of Christianity because, 

world churches are celebrating World Sunday School day and Girl Child day. By 

the end of this month, we are entering into an Advent season. This is a 

commemoration and celebration of our Lord’s incarnation. In this write up, I am 

trying to pen a few words about these topics. I am giving a title for this month’s 

meditation “Children: God’s wonderful Gifts and God-spell”. 

1. Life-Eternal 

Every November 1st, church, throughout the world, observe as ‘All saint’s day’ 

and November 2nd as ‘All soul’s day’. According to our faith, instead of praying 

for dead and the saints, we remember their influential lives. “Therefore, since we 

are surrounded by such a great cloud of witnesses, let us throw off everything 

that hinders and the sin that so easily entangles. And let us run with perseverance 

the race marked out for us”, Heb 12:1. This verse reminds us that, Christian life is 

like a race; and we should grow in Christlikeness.  

2. Children: Grow in Christlikeness 

The first Sunday of November is celebrated around the world as Sunday School 

Day.  Robert Raikes (1735- 1811), an English Publisher, started the first Sunday 

School in the city of Gloucester in England in 1780. During the early days, reading, 

arithmetic and Bible were taught at the Sunday Schools. The early CMS 

missionaries who came to Kerala began teaching The Bible to children also, and 

therefore Sunday Schools started functioning in many of the Churches 

established by these missionaries. Systematic Sunday School work was started in 

1880, at Holy Immanuel C.S.I. church, Mallappally, by Arch Deacon Oommen 

Mammen, who had got in touch with the India Sunday Schools Union roughly 

around that time. Hence, 1880 is considered to be the year of starting formal 

Sunday Schools in our Diocese and in Kerala. Bible strongly insists that “Start 

children off on the way they should go, and even when they are old they will not 

turn from it”. Prov. 22:6. It is a God given responsibility to parents and the Church. 

It is worth to be noted that, today’s Sunday School is tomorrow’s Church. 
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3. Children: Graceful in Equality 

We, the Church of South India observes every November 3rd Sunday as Girl Child 

Sunday.  In our theological and biblical insight and notion, children are equal in 

God’s creation. Creator God shared His image and likeness equally. So, we should 

consider our children in God’s sight. “There is neither Jew nor Gentile, neither 

slave nor free, nor is there male and female, for you are all one in Christ Jesus.” 

(Gala 3:28).  

4. Advent 

End of November we are entering into a new season of faith journey – ‘Advent’. 

The season of Advent in the Christian calendar anticipates the "coming of Christ" 

from three different perspectives: the physical nativity in Bethlehem, the 

reception of Christ in the heart of the believer, and the Second Coming. Advent 

compels us to live a “Christ centered life”. In 2018, Pope Francis wrote “Advent 

invites us to a commitment to vigilance, looking beyond ourselves, expanding our 

mind and heart in order to open ourselves up to the needs of people, of brothers 

and sisters, and to the desire for a new world”. 

May our loving God strengthen us to do His will.
