ARRIVE IN DELHI, INDIA Upon arrival an
Orbridge representative will be waiting to
assist with your transfer to the hotel.

DELHI | FLIGHT TO VARANASI After lunch explore
the old city of Varanasi.

Witnessing this ancient ceremony is a
unique opportunity to experience Indian culture and
community.

VARANASI Early this morning embark upon a
boat ride down the Ganges. Watch the rising sun
cast its glow over the water as the morning air fills
with the aroma of sandalwood and jasmine. Later,
visit Sarnath, an important archaeological site that
according to tradition is where Buddha first taught
his followers after reaching enlightenment. Explore
the temple and admire the great craftsmanship

of Buddhist art. Tonight revel in the company and
talent of a trained classical musician.
