Sustainable Planet: How China is Pioneering Rural Revitalisation Through Green Initiatives

As climate change and urbanisation accelerate, the concept of a sustainable planet has become a shared
global goal. Governments, organisations, and communities are striving for a balance between economic
growth and environmental preservation. [n China, the rural revitalisation strategy plays a crucial role in this
vision, aiming to modernise the countryside while protecting its cultural and ecological heritage. By
improving infrastructure, promoting sustainable agriculture, and creating economic opportunities, this
initiative seeks to revitalise rural areas and bridge the urban-rural divide.

At its core, rural revitalisation prioritises environmental sustainability, encouraging rural regions to adopt
eco-friendly practices such as renewable energy, organic farming, and innovative waste management
systems. A prominent example of this approach is Chengdu’s Tianfu Greenway, a sprawling
16,900-kilometre urban-rural green network that promotes eco-friendly development, tourism, and
community engagement while seamlessly connecting cities with rural landscapes.

Aligned with China’s rural revitalisation goals, the “Cycling
for Love 2025" event, co-organised by Chinese YMCA of
Hong Kong and Chengdu YMCA, brought together 54
members in April 2025. The event featured a 100-kilometre
cycling trip along the Tianfu Greenway, Qionglai Greenway,
and various ecological parks. This initiative emphasised the
importance of sustainability, youth leadership, and
cross-cultural collaboration in advancing rural revitalisation

efforts.

Beyond cycling, the event also marked the establishment of the “YMCA
Handicraft Workshop” in Gaoxing Village, Qionglai City. Designed to
support rural development, the workshop serves as a platform for local
youth to develop entrepreneurial skills, promote traditional handicrafts,
and contribute to revitalisation across five key areas: industry, talent,
culture, ecology, and organisation. By nurturing rural talents and fostering cultural preservation, the
workshop benefits the local community and encourages meaningful interaction between young people from

Hong Kong and Chengdu.

As cities worldwide seek greener solutions, China’s eco-friendly rural transformation
initiatives offer valuable insights into sustainable development. Projects like the Tianfu
Greenway and events such as “Cycling for Love 2025” demonstrate how strategic

investments in green infrastructure, cultural preservation, and youth empowerment can
create a blueprint for sustainable growth. The journey towards a healthier planet is a collective effort, and it
begins with initiatives that connect people, nature, and innovation.
