During this class you are instructed and assisted by Master Potter, Jacob Grant
and his assistants.  After the pottery is created during your party, it remains at
the studio.  Jacob does finish work to your piece. When completely finished, the
pottery is watertight, food-safe, dishwasher safe and microwaveable safe and
can literally last forever. These pieces will be just as functional as commercial-
made pottery but are even better than the pots you find at any other store
because YOU made them! Allow 6-8 weeks for your piece to be returned.
