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3.2 Intended use
The Dräger Mobile Printer BT is a handy Bluetooth® printer for printing 
out the measurement results of a compatible Dräger product (e.g., 
Dräger Alcotest® 70001)).

4 Use
4.1 Preparations for Use
4.1.1 Inserting the rechargeable battery
1. Install the rechargeable battery on the bottom of the printer and 

make sure the battery latch is oriented correctly.

2. Press the rechargeable battery into the compartment until it clicks 
into place.

Charge the rechargeable battery before using the product.

WARNING
Risk of overheating and/or ignition!
Using or storing the rechargeable battery in a location with high 
temperatures or direct sunlight could result in overheating and/or 
ignition.

4.1.2 Charging the Rechargeable Battery
1. Open the interface cover.

2. Connect the USB-C cable to the USB-C port on the device and a 
USB power supply (e.g., charger).

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4.1.3 Inserting paper

1. Press the release button for the paper cover (1) to open the paper 
cover (2).

2. Remove the empty roll.

3. Insert the paper (3).

4. Align the paper.

5. Pull out the paper and close the paper cover.

6. Tear off excess paper towards the printer.

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4.3 Performing Bluetooth® Pairing and Initial 
Connection

Follow the instructions for use of the device used.

The printer can be paired with multiple devices.
The device itself can be paired with multiple printers. 
To select a printer for printing, refer to the instructions for use of the 
device used.

When a Bluetooth® connection is established for the first time, the 
printer and device must be paired; This means that both devices 
exchange characteristic data so that they automatically recognize 
each other the next time they connect.

Prerequisite:

The green LED flashes slowly when the recharge-
able battery status is < 50 %.
The red LED lights up when the rechargeable bat-
tery is empty.
When the charger is connected, the green LED 
flashes during the charging process.
When the charger is connected, the green LED 
lights up when the rechargeable battery is fully 
charged.

Error LED (red)

The LED lights up red when the paper cover is 
open.
The LED flashes red when the printer paper is used 
up or the print head is overheated.

Bluetooth® LED (blue)

If the printer is ready to communicate with a Blue-
tooth® device, the LED lights up blue.
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– The printer is on and can be recognized (Bluetooth® LED lights up 
blue).

– Paper has been inserted in the printer.

– The Bluetooth® function supported by the device is turned on in 
order to establish a connection with the printer.

1. In the Bluetooth® menu, select Scan for devices and press the 
 button.

 Available printers are searched for and displayed.

2. Select the required printer with the  or  button and confirm 
with the  button.

 The device pairs itself with the selected printer and a pairing 
code is output on the printer.

3. Compare the pairing code with the pairing code on the display of 
the device.

4. If both pairing codes are identical:

a. Confirm the pairing code on the printer by pressing the OK 
button.

b. Confirm the pairing code on the device.

 On the printer, the text:
Printer confirmed.
Printer connected.
is output.

 The printer and the device are now connected.

5. If both pairing codes are not identical: 

a. Cancel the process by pressing the paper feed button.

b. Cancel the process on the device.

 On the printer, the text:
Printer confirmed. or Printer declined!
Pairing failed!
is output.

6. Repeat the process.
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4.4 Printing Results
The measurement results of a compatible Dräger device (e.g., Dräger 
Alcotest® 7000) can be printed out.

Follow the instructions for use of the device used.

Prerequisite:

– The printer and device have been paired.

– A Bluetooth® connection has been established between the printer 
and the device.

– The measurement result is shown on the display of the device.

● Select the  button on the device.

 The printing process starts and the measurement result is printed 
out.

5 Troubleshooting
5.1 Self-test
If there is a problem, perform a printer self-test.

If the self-test did not detect a problem with the printer, the other 
(peripheral) devices and software must be checked. 

To carry out a self-test:

1. Turn off the printer and close the paper cover.

2. Press and hold the paper feed button and OK button on the printer 
simultaneously.

3. After the printing process has started, release both buttons.

4. Press the paper feed button again to get a printout of the ASCII 
pattern.

 The self-test ends automatically after the ASCII pattern has 
been printed.

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Dräger recommends using a cleaning pen suitable for thermal 
printers or a lint-free cloth with isopropanol cleaner for cleaning the 
printer.

To clean the printer:

1. Turn off the printer.

2. Open the paper cover and remove the paper, if present.

3. Apply the cleaning pen/cloth from the center to the edges on the 
print head.

4. Remove paper dust from the black mark sensor using a cleaning 
pen/cloth.

5. Insert paper and close the paper cover.

Do not use the printer for one to two minutes after cleaning the print 
head until the cleaning agent in the cleaning pen/cloth has completely 
evaporated and dried.

WARNING

The cleaning agent contained in the cleaning pen/cloth can cause a 
short circuit.
