Pack your bag the night before
sO you are less likely to be in a rush and forget anything.

To allow you to study without any distractions, you are not allowed to use
any phones, smart watches or any other unauthorised electronic device
from home (such as AirPods) Iin the school building.




What happens in a school day?

We have a 2 week timetable, Week A and Week B.

You will be given a timetable on your first day in September.

You will move between classrooms for each lesson and have
different teachers. Don't worry about finding your way
around. If you get lost, older students and teachers will be
nappy to nelp you. You will soon kKnow where everything IS
and feel at home!

What about food?

We have a canteen that serves food before school and
at breaktime and lunchtime. You can eat there or get
something from the snack hut.

Why not start your day with your free breakfast, which
you can collect between 8:10 and 8:40am from the
Canteen or Learning Support Centre.

Snacks, such as paninis, wraps, pasta pots and
sandwiches, are avallable at break and lunchtime.
Meals are also available. There is always lots of variety
on the menu, including options for any students who
nave allergies and dietary requirements.

You don't need to bring cash with you. Your parents/
carers will pay into an online account and you pay for
your food using your fingerprint. If you have free school
meals, you will use the same fingerprint system.

You can also bring in a packed lunch from home.
If you ever forget your lunch or find your account doesn’t

have enough money in it, don't worry, speak to someone
INn Admin and they will help.

At Barnwood Park we love books and are a ‘reading school’. Reading a
range of forms of text is of course very important in all of your lessons.
Every morning, after Morning Greeting, students in years 7-10 go with
thelr Form Tutor to take part in our Tutor Iime Reading Programme. The
teachers read aloud for 30 minutes, while students follow the literature
with a bookmark.

There are also book clubs and reading challenges for you to be part of.
You will read during form time every morning.

Our Library is open before school, break and lunchtime.

We ask that you do your best In everything and we will reward you when you have done well In the classroom and outside.

When a teacher sees that you have displayed one of our school values - Respect, Ambition, Determination, Success, they will give you
a ‘house point” and at the end of each term we will celebrate your achievements. You will be awarded Half-Colours and Full Colours

padges when you complete activities from our Legacy Pillars. House points and colours can also be gained through house competitions
and events, or through a referral from a teacher.

YOou may also recelve a ‘positive postcard’ which Is sent home to celebrate something you have done.

us know If you are worried about anything in school or
outside.

You will get to know your Form lutors really well so they will be
the best person to speak to. You can also speak to your Head
