On Saturday, June |6, 2018, “National Baleada Day” was
celebrated for the first time in Honduras, with activities in
the cities of Tequcigalpa, San Pedro Sula and La Ceiba.

ccording to the
research team of
our magazine Roa-
tan Today, there
are many theories
about the origin
of the baleada, one of the general
explanations is that it emerged in
the mid-20th century.
It is speculated that its name co-
mes from the fact that in the
fifties the bean was called bala,
hence the name “baleada” since
this food is the main ingredient of
this dish. On the other hand, it is
said that its origin was because a
woman had a street stall, and they
shot her, that is, “she had been
shot” as Honduranism indicates.
However, this soft food was born
in a city in the Caribbean of Hon-
duras called “La Ceiba’, being a
key region for banana cultivation,

becoming popular in the fifties
and then expanding to the other
departments of the country, this is
how this delicious delicacy evol-
ved in its preparation.

Currently, there are different ways
to make a baleada, the original
one contains (beans, butter and
cheese), but you can add (bana-
na, avocado, egg, chorizo), but
from a short period of time until
now in different departments they
incorporate meat in this typical
dish, which makes this food the
most versatile in Honduras, being
a recipe adaptable to the palate of
every Honduran and foreigner
who lives in love with this exube-
rant food.

LHOCOLATE FLAVOR

he legacy of cocoa in
Mosquitia is led by
women, the process
begins with plan-
ting and cultivation
and then carefully
selecting high-quality seeds, su-
pervising the cycles of nature and
respecting the knowledge of their
ancestors.
The chocolate is positioned as the
best Swiss chocolates, at the be-
ginning of its export a prize was
awarded for its quality in the Euro-
pean country, thanks to the hands
of each Honduran who adopted it
as a means to have income for se-
ven and eight years, which serves
to meet needs such as food, health,
education and housing.

Chocolate making

After fermentation, the seed is
dried in the sun, spread on patio
or palm fiber mats for slow dehy-
dration, this guarantees the con-
servation of cocoa.

It continues, roasting the cocoa
seeds, placing them on comales or
special fire pans, stirring constant-
ly to prevent burning, providing
characteristic flavors and aromas
when removed from the pan.
After toasting, the cocoa beans are
peeled. The outer shell of the seeds
is removed, revealing the cocoa
beans in their purest form. These
almonds are the base for making
chocolate.

Without a doubt, Miskito women
are an example of the determina-
tion, traditionally and ancestral
knowledge in the production of
Honduran food, keeping this craft
alive and instilling it from genera-
tion to generation, leaving a con-
tribution to biodiversity, sustaina-
bility and cultural prevention.

Without a doubt, this figure was positioned as
the best in the beauty industry in Honduras,
promoting the most innovative techniques
for all women throughout the national terri-
tory, being a resilient woman who overcame
all the difficulties that arose along her path. ,
leaving a message to all entrepreneurs.

You have to study and
take advantage of life’s situations to do good,
you have to persist, have businesses or under-
take, no one said it is easy, but you have to
create daily routines in which you dedicate
great energy to your environment for perso-
nal and work growth.
