Activity Level: Guests should be comfortable boarding and disembarking trains without assistance, walking
and moving between cars while the train is in motion, and navigating steep, narrow stairs to the upper level of
the observation car.

Guests who enjoy the relaxed pace of train travel will delight in spending
much of the program’s time on the railway. At brief train stop locations, ground may be uneven and covered in
loose gravel, with no sidewalks.

Located directly across from Union Station—and conveniently connected to the depot by an underground
pedestrian walkway—this elegant downtown property is minutes away from the city’s best attractions, and
features five restaurants, four lounges, an indoor pool, gym, spa and business center.
