Continue to Lamar Valley teeming with 
bison, bald eagles and elusive wolves.

Before returning to 
the hotel, and if weather permits, snowshoe along 
one of Lamar Valley’s forested ski trails.

Activity Level: This itinerary has early morning 
starts.
