Prayer has the power to transform commmunities and nations. Christ’'s Church is joining believers
around the world to pray for revival in Spain and mobilize churches to plant new ones. Though rich in
Christian history, more than 97% of Spaniards don't have a personal relationship with Jesus. But God
is writing a new story for Spain and we get to play a role in that story.

A Vision for 1,700 Churches - Christ's Church is committed to the SPAIN 1700 Initiative, a ten-year
vision to plant 100 churches in each of Spain’s 17 regions, totaling 1,700 new churches. It's bold, but
God is already moving through prayer and partnership.

This Summer: A Wave of Prayer and Evangelism - Over 70 members and friends of Christ's Church
joined the mission in Spain, prayer walking through all 17 regions. The effort launched with 15 CC
students who served in Granada with CIY Engage and Team Expansion, led by Gabo and Dionna
Ayala. In a city where fewer than 1% of residents are evangelical Christians, they walked, prayed and
encouraged local believers while learning how to share their faith and tell God’s story.

This Fall: Encouraging the Church in Spain - In October, Pastor Jason traveled to Spain to
encourage pastors, strengthen partnerships and build momentum for the movement.

The mission is to remind those serving in one of Europe’s most spiritually dry regions that they are
not alone. Later this year, more than 20 churches and organizations will meet at Christ's Church to
collaborate with Spanish leaders on strategies to reach the goal of 1,700 churches by 2034—a model
now being studied for other global church-planting efforts.

Each year, Christ's Church mobilizes hundreds of
volunteers and business partners to create the
Christmas Shop, where under-resourced families
can choose gifts for their children with dignity, joy
and the love of Jesus. It's more than toys, it's about
relationships, restoration and pointing families to
the hope and freedom found in Christ.

4+ Christmas Freedom for the Military: Hosted
at CC, this shop will serve up to 500 children
from active-duty and reserve military families
in Jax. Proceeds will support local base
chapels, helping them continue care year-
round.

4+ Christmas Freedom for Baker Re-Entry:
Inmates with 48 months or less on their
sentence are given the opportunity to choose
gifts for their children. A joyful party, designed
to spark hope, reconciliation and healing will
be hosted for the children receiving their gifts.

4+ Christmas Freedom for Legal Refugees:
Children of legal refugee families will experience
their first or second Christmas in the U.S.
through focused gift distribution that meets
practical needs while sharing Christ’s love.

+ Ring Where You Pray: Volunteers will expand
impact by serving at key Salvation Army bell
ringing locations, tied to our Light Up Jax prayer
walking regions.

4+ School Partnerships: While state restrictions
have shifted our presence in some schools,
former shop sites like Crown Point Elementary
and Mayport Coastal Sciences Middle School
will each receive $3,000 in support.

Partner Ministries: Shops hosted with

+ Englewood Christian Church, our River City
Campus and The Church of the Way will
continue with support from Christ’s Church.
