• Each academic year, approximately 75 students join Cherwell
to study A-Levels or iGCSEs; prepare for competitive Oxbridge
entrance assessments, including UCAT, TSA, LNAT, MAT, and PAT.

• The College is in the city centre – the very heart of Oxford. The
study centre is at Frewin Court, just a short walk away from the
student residence, Cherwell House, Osney Lane.



Accommodation &Welfare 
Students attending the course on a residential basis will be allocated
an en-suite single bedroom in  Cherwell House, our purpose-built
student accommodation. 

For residential students, all meals (breakfast, packed lunch, and dinner)
will be prepared at Cherwell House. The course supervisors and
residential welfare team will be available for assistance.

Residential students are expected to arrive in the early evening on
reception day (Sunday). Once rooms have been allocated, supper will
be served at 6:00 pm, followed by an introduction by a residential staff
member. 

The course finishes at approximately 5:30 pm on Friday. 

Weekend accommodation (at an additional cost) can be arranged for
students enrolling for more than one week and who wish to stay in Ox
ford.
