financial stewardship and community leadership.
MCCF’s principal function remains serving donors
and their community.

We are a tax-exempt 501(c)(3) organization
providing donors with flexible, efficient, and tax-
effective ways to ensure that their charitable
giving achieves the greatest possible impact. MCCF
receives gifts from individuals, families,
organizations, corporations, and other
foundations. Community foundations pool gifts,
both large and small, to meet local needs, build the
community’s capacity to help itself, and improve
the quality of life for all its residents.

Please be sure to keep track of your
log-in information. You will need it when you want to edit or submit an application.

Please read all application instructions. The MCCF Universal Application allows students to fill out a
single application, saving time as they are matched to scholarships in the Fund Eligibility section of the
application.

A scholarship application will only be considered when it has been completed by meeting all the
requirements and submitted by the deadline on MARCH 2, 2026 by 5 PM.

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FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS

Who is eligible to apply?
Each scholarship fund has specific eligibility criteria defined by the donor when the fund was established.
Please read through the scholarships to see if you are eligible on pages 6-19 of this guidebook.

How do I apply?
Visit our website at www.madisonccf.org/scholarships to access the Universal Application once it becomes
available online on January 12, 2026. Information regarding MCCF scholarships will be sent from your
guidance office as well.

How are scholarship award amounts determined?
Scholarship grants are generated from the income earned from endowed (permanent) funds administered by
MCCF and are based on a percentage of income earned. Scholarship amounts vary with a minimum of $1,000
being awarded.

Can I apply for scholarships if I am a 21st Century Scholar?
Yes, however MCCF scholarships can only be used for tuition and required fees. In many cases, tuition and
fees are completely covered by your 21st Century Scholarship.

Is it required that I share my financial information?
You must fill out all sections to submit the Universal Application, but applicants have the ability to opt out of
applying for financial-need based scholarships if you do not wish to share financial information.

Can I receive more than one scholarship?
Yes. It is possible to receive more than one scholarship.

Can I use my scholarship at any school?
No. Some scholarships have specific requirements about which universities recipient must attend to be
eligible. Each scholarship gives details about requirements they have regarding what schools they can be
used at.

When will I be notified?
High school recipients will be notified via email in late April. Recipients will be acknowledged during Senior
Award Programs at their schools.

What are my responsibilities if I receive a scholarship?
You will receive an email with instructions and information required to accept your scholarship. This will
include your college student ID #, college email address, and a thank you note to the scholarship fund
representative. Payment will not be sent to your school until all required information has been submitted.

If I am awarded a scholarship, how is the money dispersed?
Award checks are made payable to the institution before the beginning of the fall semester. Payments will be
made at the beginning of the fall semester. Unspent funds should be returned to MCCF.

What if I have additional questions?
You can always check the status of your application and whether your third-party requests have been
submitted by logging in to your scholarship portal. If you are a current high school student and still have
questions after checking your portal, first contact your school counselor or Kari Sisk, MCCF Vice President of
Programs at ksisk@madisonccf.org

What kinds of costs can my scholarship cover?
All MCCF-administered scholarships must be used for tuition and required fees, unless otherwise outlined in
the scholarship description.
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MCCF Scholarship Program
Every aspect of the MCCF Scholarship Program is carefully executed to ensure

the donor’s charitable wishes are fulfilled, recipients are impartially selected, and
timely payments are made.

Each donor establishes their own criteria at the time the fund is created. It is the job of
MCCF to ensure that the donor’s criteria is met by each applicant being evaluated.
