We have an entire strand of events devoted to
the political, social and cultural impact of Empire
and its repercussions today. While recognising

the importance of history the festival also faces
the future. The Future Living strand considers

the role of technology in our lives, from work to
relationships. For those who prefer their futurism
with a dose of fiction, some of the finest sci-fi and
fantasy authors discuss their visions for alternative
worlds.

A lifelong love of literature starts at an early age,
and there is a packed programme of children
and young people’s events. Young Adult fiction
authors will discuss issues that really matter to
teens: from banned books, to mental health, to
love, work and activism. Our free family fun days
in the award-winning City Park are back, along
with our free schools programme, storytelling
sessions and infteractive workshops.

The Enlightenment of the eighteenth and
nineteenth centuries, when science and
rationality began to replace religion in
understandings of the world, is often
thought of as a European phenomenon.

Djinn Posession:
Dispelling the Myth

What are the djinn? Creatures of mythology
or creatures of reality? Are they inhabitants of
this world or creations of a parallel universe,
bleeding through into our own?

Islamic texts describe the djinn as being made
of smokeless fire, capable of both good and
evil, and who, along with humans and angels,
make up the three sapient creations of God.
Many Muslims believe djinn are real
creatures, capable of causing physical and
mental harm to human beings. This can lead
to mental health issues being falsely attributed
to djinn possession, resulting in backstreet
exorcisms and religious treatments that can
leave patients in a worse state than before.

Since then, the story
has taken on a life of its own, attracting
global attention through books and film.

A century on and against the backdrop of
this magical story, academic Merrick Burrow,
author Vivian French and photographer John
Hyatt, join event chair Kirsty Logan, to
examine why children everywhere continue
to be fascinated by fairies and ponder the
legacy of the Cottingley story.
