nyone who has been to Athens in

the past five years will know the

city’s design credentials are off the

chart. Artisans and craftspeople are
taking traditional Greek crafts, like weaving and
jewellery-making, and updating them for a modern
audience, with ethical credentials and sustainable
materials. These forward-thinking creators might
make bags or jewellery but they all share a vision
of positive and lasting change. We went to meet
some of the city’s artisans, to find out what drives
their passion for a greener Athens.
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The natural
fashion designer

Outside the city centre, in Katehaki, is
designer Christiana Vardakou’s peaceful
studio where organic silks, linens and
cottons in soft muted shades are draped
across every surface.

Christiana uses natural dyes to make
her textile pieces. “I started using kitchen
waste and whatever flowers there were in
the garden - avocado stones, onion skins,
pomegranate skins,” she says. “I really liked
how all the colours matched, whatever
combination you made.”

Nothing is wasted here. “We use kitchen
waste, and after we’re done, we can dispose
of the dyes in the garden.” Fabric offcuts are
used to create bookmarks, and Christiana
offers an upcycling service so customers
can give their own clothes a new lease of
life, as well as hosting regular workshops in
her studio. christianavardakou.com

Visit the 3QUARTERS shop, and you’ll soon
realise there’s something familiar about
the brand’s bags. They’re made using the
colourful balcony awnings that are

found almost everywhere in Athens. John
Pitsakis and his sister Garyfalia don’t just
design beautiful bags; they want to tackle
the local problem of large-scale textile
waste. The duo go directly to companies
and organise collections of unwanted
fabrics, so they can make use of the material
before it becomes a landfill issue.

“We want to showcase the inherent value
in waste.

10 years, there will be no point in using the
term sustainable fashion; there will just be a
term for unsustainable fashion.”

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he Transcaucasian Trail, spanning 1,500km
from Meghri all the way to the Black Sea
in Georgia, is a new hiking route across
some of the least-visited countries in the
world, and | - a willing if naive guinea pig
- have set off to hike a month of it solo. That means
off-trail navigation and days without water sources or,
indeed, civilisation.

The hiking trail is a long-held dream of those in the
Caucasus region. The idea was to create a 3,000km
route through Georgia, Armenia and Azerbaijan,
eventually linking the Black and Caspian Seas, to
celebrate the area and its peoples. But it takes time to
build the route and the infrastructure of such a trail,
never mind publicise it. By the time | set off, only this
1,500km stretch, including the full north-south route
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“]’m struck with the beauty of

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through Armenia, has been completed, and fewer
than 100 people have tackled a multi-day section. I've
seen no-one since | set off, just four street dogs that
have followed me from Meghri town and been my
constant companions. | knew I'd be quite literally off
the beaten track, but | wasn’t expecting to be quite
so... lonely?

For the first three days, | mutter to myself and
to the dogs (maybe I'm going a bit mad). Luckily,
after day three, something changes. The jagged,
arid teeth of the mountains near the Iranian border
turn green; there are lush forests and water to be
found. There are also signs of humanity, like the
1,000-year-old monasteries that crown hilltops
and rocky outcrops, and beekeeper’s houses: the
rectangular hives stacked on top of each other like
multicoloured LEGO.

I’'m struck with the beauty of the place. | wander
through canyons such a startling red that they look
otherworldly. Freshwater rivers cut through the
landscape that seems as though it's been formed
from molten lava.

As | encounter villages, | also begin to experience
the famous Armenian hospitality. I'm regarded with
curiosity: double takes, people actually circling back
to get a better look at this oddity, and a flurry of

questions. “What are you doing? Are you alone? Don’t

you know it’s quicker to drive?” Invitations for coffee
and abound, and those | meet seem to have genuine

At the end of day five, descending from
Vahanavank Monastery, I'm exhausted and barely
able to drink in the beauty of the wood-covered
mountains, which seem to loom over me as | walk.
As | search for a place to camp, a woman ushers me
inside, saying: “There are bears, stay with my parents.”

Inside this patchwork quilt of a home, an elderly
couple, faces as wrinkled as scrunched balls of paper,
look like Roald Dahl characters as they lay side
by side in a bed too small for them, a homemade
wooden crutch propped against the frame. Then the
banquet appears. Chicken, salads, lavash (a bread like
a large tortilla wrap), tomatoes, fresh fruit, dried fruit
and sweets.

Warm water is sent down to their outhouse shower
for me from their daughter’s house, and | enjoy the
first hot water of the trip. The man and his wife
make up a bed with every blanket they possess and
prepare picnic meals for the next day.

Suddenly | don’t feel mad at all, but quite sane,
because surely these are the sort of moments I've
come here looking for.
