Using maps, we
highlighted the traditional territories and
introduced the meaning and contemporary
relevance of the Two Row Wampum Treaty.

The session also explored local land claims,
offering insight into the realities our community
faces amid ongoing changes in the region.
Throughout the discussion, meaningful moments
of connection emerged—from shared stories
about maple syrup to deeper conversations
surrounding the history and long-lasting impacts
of the Oka Cerisis.
