Without these
statutory immunities, fees associated with recreational activities,
programs, properties and/or facilities could well be prohibitive.

Bartlett Park District has been a Distinguished Accredited Agency
since 1999. Accreditation is a voluntary program that uses a set of
standards to evaluate and identify agencies throughout the state that
provide exceptional park and recreation services to their

community to improve their quality of life. As of
January 2025, Bartlett is one of only 49 agencies in
the state of lllinois with this distinction.
