clock stoppage. Each game will have a 5-minute halftime.
Free Throws: Shooters must start behind the free throw
line, but may jump over it. They may not attempt to
rebound until the ball hits the rim.

Defense/Press: Teams may play any style of defense (man-
toman/zone/traps). Pressing/backcourt pressure is only
allowed in the final 2 minutes of the game. Neither team
may press if there is a 15 point lead.
Only coaches and players are allowed in the team
bench area.
