THERMAL RANCH

Thermal Ranch represents the long‑term vision for the future of Desert International
Horse Park—a purpose‑built, master‑planned equestrian community designed to
support world‑class sport, modern living and sustainable growth, located just two
miles from the existing facility. Thermal Ranch will integrate competition facilities

with thoughtfully designed ranches, residential neighborhoods and lifestyle
amenities, creating a permanent home for horses, riders, staff, partners and the

broader equestrian community.



The development plan incorporates a diverse mix of residential offerings, ranging
from private ranches and custom estates to single‑family homes and townhome
residences. Thermal Ranch will have weekly rental dormitory housing and a RV

park for seasonal and full‑time visitors. This variety will support the full ecosystem
of the sport—from owners and professionals to grooms, operational teams, and

event staff—within one cohesive campus. 

Once complete, Thermal Ranch will also include on‑site amenities that enhance
daily life and long‑term livability, such as retail and convenience services—

including a grocery market — alongside additional community‑focused
infrastructure. Together, these elements are designed to create not just a venue but

a self‑contained equestrian destination that supports extended stays, repeat
visitation and long‑term investment.

As planning advances, Desert Horse Park is taking a strategic approach to the
transition—prioritizing infrastructure and partnerships that align with this long‑term

vision and reinforce the park’s commitment to excellence, horse welfare and
community building.
