hile fans continue to collect the printed hardback books in the Complete Striker
WCoIIection (as of December, 2022, we are at volume 21 of 25) | know that not

everyone can afford them. Others don’t have the space to store them - and
some just prefer to read on a screen.

And if you think Striker looks good in print, wait till you see the fabulous artwork in detail
on screen by zooming in or out. You can even view the strips on a TV with an HDMI cable.

They’re available instantly after purchasing and each flipbook has a link at the end that will
take you to the digital store for your next volume.

The flipbooks even have a built-in bookmark so that you can pick up from the page where
you left off when you open your book again!

Please be aware that the digital volumes are quite large and may take anything from a few
seconds to over a minute to load on your screen, depending on your internet speed.

If the images appear blurry it will be because of a temporary dip in the internet connection.
Downloading to a device avoids these glitches as, once downloaded, no internet is
required - but please note your flipbook becomes a PDF file when downloaded, meaning
the page-turning visual effect is not an option.
