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BUSAN — KOREA’S
OCEAN CITY

The rhythm of Busan is shaped by the sea. Korea’s second-largest city brings together
sandy beaches, rugged cliffs, and lively waterfront neighborhoods. At Jagalchi Market, the
scent of the ocean mixes with the sound of fishmongers calling out to visitors—a true taste
of Busan’s maritime heritage.  High above the city, Gamcheon Culture Village unfolds like
a pastel-colored maze, with art installations tucked into every corner. Follow the coastline
to Haeundae Blueline Park, where sky capsules glide above turquoise waves and offer
some of the most breathtaking seaside views in the country. 

And on a cliff overlooking the East Sea, Haedong Yonggungsa Temple welcomes visitors
with sunrise scenes so stunning they feel almost spiritual. Busan is warm, vibrant, and
endlessly scenic—a city shaped by water and defined by its welcoming spirit.
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Seoul is a city of contrasts, where ancient palace walls rise quietly beside glass skyscrapers
and neon-lit avenues. In the heart of the capital, Gyeongbokgung Palace anchors the city’s
historical soul with its sweeping courtyards and mountain backdrop. Wander through the
hanok-lined alleys of Bukchon, or stand beneath the fluid curves of the Dongdaemun
Design Plaza (DDP), and you will feel how Seoul seamlessly blends centuries-old tradition
with futurist imagination. 

Not far away, the creative district of Seongsu-dong buzzes with the energy of young
designers, boutique cafés, repurposed factories, and edgy concept stores—an urban
playground that has earned the nickname “the Brooklyn of Seoul.” This is a city that never
stops reinventing itself, yet never forgets where it began.

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Incheon is more than Korea’s main
international gateway—it is a crossroads of
cultures, histories, and futuristic
cityscapes. Incheon Chinatown, the only
one of its kind in Korea, is rich with vibrant
colors, traditional Chinese influences, and
century-old culinary traditions. A short
walk away, the Open Port Cultural District
reveals a fascinating blend of European
architecture and early-modern Korean
history. 

On the seaside promenade of Wolmido
Island, amusement rides, waterfront cafés,
and open-air performances capture
Incheon’s lively charm. And in Songdo
International Business District, sleek
towers and canals create a vision of the
smart cities of tomorrow.

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Often called “the museum without walls,” Gyeongju is a living tapestry of Korea’s ancient
history. Here, grassy royal tombs rise from quiet fields, Buddhist temples sit hidden among
forests, and archaeological treasures appear at every turn. Bulguksa Temple, a UNESCO
World Heritage Site, invites visitors into its serene stone terraces and centuries-old
architecture. Nearby, Cheomseongdae Observatory—a simple yet elegant structure—
stands as one of the oldest existing astronomical observatories in Asia. As evening falls,
Donggung Palace and Wolji Pond glow softly under golden lights, their reflections
creating a dreamlike scene that captures the harmony of the Silla era. With its gentle
landscape and deep historical resonance, Gyeongju offers a peaceful journey into Korea’s
ancient past.

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Jeju Island feels like a world of its own—an island shaped by volcanic eruptions,
ocean winds, and legends whispered by generations. Travelers climb Seongsan
Ilchulbong Peak at dawn to watch the sun rise from inside a massive volcanic
crater. Beneath the island’s surface, Manjanggul Lava Cave winds through tunnels
formed thousands of years ago, revealing Jeju’s powerful geological story. 

The Osulloc Tea Museum introduces visitors to Jeju’s lush green-tea fields, rolling
gently toward distant hills. Along the Jungmun Coast, dramatic cliffs, clear waters,
and unique rock formations create one of Korea’s most scenic coastal walks. With
its natural wonders and serene landscapes, Jeju is the perfect escape for those
seeking beauty, adventure, and a breath of fresh island air.

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A coastal industrial hub
with a surprising creative
edge, Pohang offers
dramatic ocean cliffs, lively
beaches, and sunrise spots
like the famed Homigot,
where a giant hand
sculpture reaches toward
the golden horizon.

Jeonju is the birthplace of
iconic Korean flavors and home
to one of the country’s largest
hanok villages. Here, traditional
houses, craft workshops, and
street food stalls weave
together a city known for
warmth, hospitality, and
unbeatable cuisine.
