CASA of Central Virginia recruits, trains and supports volunteer 
advocates for abused and neglected children in the Juvenile and 
Domestic Relations Court system and educates the community 
about the needs of these children.

The nation's first CASA program was 
developed in Seattle, Washington in 1977 
by Judge David Soukup. He realized that 
he needed help in determining what 
was in the best interest of the children 
whose cases he had before him in court. 
Since then over 950 CASA programs 
have been established throughout the 
nation. CASA of Central VA started in 
1989 by Judge Dale Harris.

CASA offers three 9-week 
pre-service training classes 
each year and numerous 
in-service workshops throughout 
the year. Your sponsorship helps 
CASA cover the costs associated 
with each of these training 
classes so that our volunteers 
are fully equipped to effectively 
advocate for their assigned 
children.

Per federal and state guidelines, 
each volunteer must be 
supervised by CASA staff (an 
advocate manager). Each 
manager can support no more 
than 30 volunteers but the best 
practice around the state is 
between 20-25 volunteers. Your 
sponsorship ensures we have 
sufficient staff in place to 
support our volunteer advocates.

At CASA, we recruit volunteers 
year-round through channels 
such as radio ads, billboards, 
and social media ads. Your 
sponsorship directly helps 
CASA recruit more volunteer 
advocates.
