Sports Kit

On days when students have Games lessons
they will be responsible for bringing the correct
clothing.

Drop off and pick up

The House system helps students to build
friendships across the year groups and provides
a focus for School events and activities
throughout the year.

Food

Students have break at 11.15 where they will
be offered a hot or cold drink, biscuits and fruit.

Bring Your Own Device (BYOD)

Technology is a significant part of all our lives.
The way we do things around the home and the
way we do things at work are constantly changing
as the technology develops.

There is plenty of research evidence to support
the value that technology brings to the educational
experience including improved communication,

practical research, collaboration, self-management,

and digital citizenship.

Who is required to have
an IT device at Sidcot?

From Junior Year 6 and in the Senior School, all
students are expected to have their own IT device,
that meets our minimum specification, that they
bring into School for use in lessons. If students or
parents are unsure whether it meets the required
specification, please email byod@sidcot.org.uk
where the team will be happy to advise and help.

To maintain a safe and secure learning environment,

a filtered Internet connection will be provided for
all students. They will not be permitted to use a
personal broadband connection such as a 3G/4G/5G
phone network.

Who is responsible for
IT devices in School?

Students are solely responsible for their device.
They must bring it fully charged to School. As with
other personally owned items, the School is not
liable for loss, damage, misuse, or theft. Please
arrange your own insurance cover for your child’s
personal belongings either through the Personal
Effects Insurance (offered by the School), or by
your own arrangements.

Required Device Specification:

MUST be a Microsoft Windows based device -
other operating systems may work but aren’t
supported by our IT department and teaching
staff may not be familiar with their use.

The recommended specification is for the device
to have a minimum of 16GB RAM and at least a
128GB Hard Drive (SSD preferred)

10" screen or larger - 10" is the minimum to
ensure students can see the work they need to
complete easily.

Must be able to use a stylus - This is so notes can
be taken in the lessons and any work requiring to
be handwritten could be done on the device.

Has a keyboard (in-built or detachable) -
A keyboard is needed to assist with tasks that
require more typing e.g. essays or project write-ups.

Battery life - 5 hours or more to ensure that only
minimal or no charging is needed during the day.

IMPORTANT: The device should not have mobile
data e.g. 4G/5G etc.

Free access to Microsoft Office for all Sidcot
BYOD users - This can be downloaded and used
for free from the School whilst your child is a
student at Sidcot.



Purchasing a device

We can source devices from a variety of vendors
and can also offer refurbished devices at very
competitive prices. This is then charged to your
next bill. We will configure this device, install

the Microsoft Office Suite, printers and include
shortcuts to relevant software and web links so
that it works perfectly at Sidcot, at no additional
charge. We normally do this in June/July each year
to allow for delivery and configuration ready for

a September start, but we can purchase at any
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time if your child starts during the school year.

If you wish to purchase your own device,
ideally it needs to be set up in advance of your
child starting at Sidcot. Contact us by emailing
byod@sidcot.org.uk to arrange this free of
charge service.
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Mobile phones in School

Sidcot School operates a no mobile phone policy
for all students in Third to Fifth Form. In line with
this policy, students travelling to School on School
transport may bring a mobile phone, but it must be
handed in at Reception each morning on arrival.

Smart Glasses

To support student safeguarding and maintain
academic integrity, the School does not permit the
use or wearing of “smart glasses” (e.g. Meta/Ray-
Ban smart glasses or similar wearable devices with
recording or Al capabilities) on School premises.

These devices often include discreet cameras, audio
recording, and real-time information access, which
present significant risks in a school environment.

This rule applies to all students, including those in
the Sixth Form.

The Blue Book

At the beginning of the autumn term, students
will be given access to ‘The Blue Book’ which
clearly outlines rules and guidelines for behaviour
at School.

If you need to contact your child in an emergency
during the School day, please contact Reception
and a message will be passed on.

Thank you for your continued support of this policy,
which aligns with current Government guidance.

Policy

Parents are therefore asked not to purchase
smart glasses for their child for use in School,
including as prescription eyewear. Students who
wear smart glasses will be required to remove
them and may be subject to sanctions in line with
the School’s behaviour policy.

If prescription glasses are required, these must
be standard (non-smart) lenses.

« ‘PASS’ (Programme of Activities for Sidcot School); a wonderful co-curricular programme based on
our key themes of Living Adventurously, living out our Quaker values, being an Ashoka Changemaker
school and providing opportunities to develop leadership skills and team building. Students will have
the opportunity to choose the activities that they wish to join in throughout the year. Students across
the whole School will participate in the activities alongside each other thus promoting community spirit
through the vertical structure of the programme.
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Curriculum outline

English

During Fourth Form, students will study a range
of novels across different time periods. They
will also explore short stories, poetry (including
contemporary poetry), play scripts (including
Shakespeare), public speaking and debating,
non-fiction, creative writing and contemporary
media including podcasting.

Mathematics

In Lower Fourth students will study numbers
focusing on multiples, factors, highest common
factors and proof. This is followed by ratio and
proportion. Later in the year, students will cover
algebra including solving equations using formulae
and graphical representations. In shape and space
we will further develop the ideas of area, volume,
surface area and angle facts.

In Upper Fourth, number work will include powers,
roots and standard form and problem-solving.

In algebra we will do non-linear graphs, solving
more advanced equations and simultaneous

linear equations. In shape and space we will

study Pythagoras’ theorem and circle areas and
perimeters and associated angle facts.

Science

In the Lower Fourth, students have three lessons
of science per week. Topics covered include:

Health and lifestyle, photosynthesis
and respiration.

Chemistry: Chemical reactions, periodic table
Physics: Energy and electromagnets

Biology:

In the Upper Fourth, students have three lessons
of science per week. The classes are set and
students develop skills in preparation for the rigour
of GCSE science. Topics covered are:

Biology: Diseases, enzymes, biotechnology
and DNA.

Chemistry: Qualitative chemistry and chemical
changes.

Physics: Density and electricity.

Fourth form students benefit from the use of
the Sidcot observatory in the winter months

to view the night sky, also students may attend
science trips and enjoy visits from various
science specialists.

Geography

In the Lower Fourth we focus on the idea of global
issues, covering ‘Climate Change, followed by

a unit on ‘Development, linking the two together
and followed by ‘The Geographies of China.’

In each, we're developing our understanding of
economic growth and environmental impacts.

In the spring term we move on to classic physical
geography in our units on the ‘Dynamic World,’
investigating plate tectonics and then finishing
the year with ‘Coasts!’

In the Upper Fourth, we start the year by studying
Tropical Rainforests, our second climate type
before moving on to ‘Urban Issues;” with a look at
the growth of megacities, which can put rainforest
environments at risk. The consideration of the
environment is pursued with our third unit on

‘Our Natural World,” which focuses on extreme
weather and the associated impacts.

History

In Lower Fourth students study themes of power
and control. This includes the making of America,
the impact of the British Empire on China and India,
the French Revolution, the Industrial Revolution and
the role of Bristol in the transatlantic slave trade.
A microhistory project using the Sidcot archives
helps students to develop their research skills
further, establishing a direct and personal link to
the students who have gone before them.

In Upper Fourth students study modern world
themes. This includes both world wars, the growth
of political extremism in the 1930s, the Holocaust,
Cold War and the struggle for British civil rights.
The understanding of political ideologies, economic
developments and shifting social paradigms that
students acquire provide a strong foundation for
success at GCSE.



Curriculum outline

Languages

During Fourth Form, students will study two
languages from Spanish, German and French, and
EAL (English as an Additional Language) where
appropriate. Spanish and German are taught from
beginner level. Over the two years, students will
develop confidence through listening, reading,
writing and speaking their chosen languages. They
will conduct research projects and develop a cultural
awareness of the countries they are studying. This
will be further enhanced by enrichment activities
both inside and outside the classroom.

Visual Arts

During Fourth Form, students continue to build
skills and confidence as they rotate through three
specialist areas: 3D Art and Ceramics, Fine Art
(painting and printmaking), and Photography,
working with both digital and analogue processes.

In Upper Fourth, students’ work focuses on Issues
Based Art, encouraging them to explore ideas,
themes and viewpoints through visual language.
Students develop technical understanding
alongside personal response, using art as a means
of communication and reflection.

Students have access to weekly after-school
activities, with weekend studio access available
to boarders, supporting continued development
beyond timetabled lessons.

The year concludes with the Bridging Exhibition,
providing an opportunity for students to present their
work publicly, with families and friends invited to
attend a private view celebrating their achievements.

Music

During Lower Fourth, students will learn about;
hooks and riffs, off-beat music including Reggae,
explore ways to develop musical ideas, Jazz and
Blues, Bass clef reading and notation and study
textures and rhythms.

The Upper Fourth syllabus includes Dance music,
soundtracks from films, computer game music,

performing as an ensemble, including Samba,
and investigating what makes a good song.

Drama

In Fourth Form, Drama students work on a

range of skills including delivering scripted work,
improvisation, performance and communication
skills, presentation skills, teamwork and collaboration.
Students will work on whole play texts and will also
look at social and political drama where they will
develop understanding of performing Shakespeare
and be asked to form opinions and problem solve.
Over the two years they will use techniques such
as clowning and work in various styles such as
physical theatre. They will also develop their vocal
and physical skills to build confidence in performing
in front of an audience.

Design Technology

In the Fourth Form, students enjoy a carousel

of four subjects. In Lower Fourth, students will
create a personal waist bag in textiles, learn about
pewter casting and jewellery making in Product
Design, investigate food waste in Food Technology
and packaging and graphic design in Computing.

In Upper Fourth students will use the laser cutter
to make LED lamps in Product Design, they will
produce a bucket hat in Textiles, learn about cyber
security in Computing and about teenage nutrition
in Food Technology.

Religious Studies, Ethics and
Philosophy (REP)

Students develop their views on a variety of ethical
and philosophical questions, whilst analysing
diverse perspectives including Christianity, Islam,
Buddhism and Humanism.

In Upper Fourth, from the spring term onwards,

all students will start on the GCSE Short Course
content, to enable those wishing to continue the
GCSE in Lower Fifth to be ready for the exam in

the summer of that year.

This system will be activated
on the first week of term. As this is a new software
system, you will be required to click on the link in
the email to activate your SchoolsBuddy account.

Once you have registered you will be able to view the
co-curricular activities and prep sessions available.

Examination charges

Examination Board charges and any access
administration charges for external exams (GCSEs,
Leiths etc.) which are incurred by the School, are
charged to parents. They are billed in advance or
in arrears, depending on the exam. The total cost
currently averages around £500 - £600 for GCSEs
and around £600 - £700 for A Levels.

For those taking IB, the examination charge is
approximately £750. University application fees
are also passed on to parents through our billing
system, if the student/parent does not pay for
their application directly.
