e You can’t trust everyone
you meet online - get an
adult to check them out,
are they safe and a decent
person; definitely don‘t
keep them as a secret!

e Don‘t fall for misinformation
and disinformation,
remember your digital
detective skills you all

learned.
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“You will all now go
back to your class,
but if you ever have
any questions about
being online then
always ask an adult
you know will listen
to you’, said Miss
Pony.

All the young
animals returned to
class. They all hoped
Chicken would be
ok and they agreed
to make her a bright
and colourful card to
wish her well.
