They can refer the supervision to a suitably qualified 
registrant, such as an Associate Dentist, Dental Therapist, Dental 
Hygienist, Dental Nurse or any medical person who holds a dental 
radiography qualification. You must have regular access to a 
computer/laptop and the internet to undertake this online course.
