VISITING GOOD PRACTICES IN TRANSYLVANIA, ROMANIA

On the 15th of October the partnership visited relevant apiaries
during a field visit.

The first stop was at the Mezei Apitherapy in Lazarea - Transylvania,
In Harghita County. The apiary focuses on the production of unique,
quality products such as mated bee queens and “havasi” honey for
which the bees collect the nectar from the altitude above 700
meters, at the edges of the pine forests.

Mezei Apitherapy, as its name says, mostly focuses on APITHERAPY
services. The owner provided an uplifting presentation with insights
Into the health benefits of apitherapy. At the apiary, people can heal,
relax and enjoy the healing effects of the bees in a beautiful setting
surrounded by a stream.



The apiary dates back almost a hundred years. Since no previous
written record has been found, let's consider the first recorded year
of beekeeping as the first beehive built by his grandparent 92 years
ago. The 18 hive back handler country size bee house was built in
1928 and has since been renovated. During our visit we also had the
chance to take a walk on the educational trail which is a tool for the
beekeepers to showcase the process of honey-making, and the
successful Mezei Apitherapy mini-museum of the history and tools
of beekeeping.

Field visit to llyés family

In Korond, Transylvania, Matyas Szasz a young beekeeper gave an
iInsight into the everyday life of this family apiary. The apiary, which
offers a wide range of services, award-winning honey and related
products, is currently engaged in the breeding of queen bees.
Matyas worked in the family business during his university years in
Cluj-Napoca, and has been involved In uterine nutrition for many
years. His grandfather used to have a few hives at the end of the
garden, but his father, llyés Szasz, upscaled their activities. Thelir
company has had a bio- beekeeping licence since 2006, they have
250 hives, produce acacia, linden, conifer pollen, pollen, propolis -
they also do the updating, propagation and mother rearing of the
colonies In the lap of the Salt Lands.

A young specialist, he has grown into this profession, having watched
and helped his parents work for many years, and has long been
interested in beekeeping. The aim of their work is to protect the
genetic purity of the Carpathian bee (Apis mellifera carpatica), a bee
species indigenous to Szeklerland, and to develop and maintain its
resistance to certain pathogens. During the active months (April to
September), the physiological status of 250 hives, their productivity
and the presence of pathogens are assessed. The data are used to
evaluate the hives, establish breeding lines and monitor the viability
of the offspring. Artificial insemination is used to maintain genetic
