BOOTH PRICES
Standard Perimeter Booth
The Standard perimeter booth is priced at $930 +GST and consists of a 3m by 3m
area with no separation walls. All perimeter booths in the Budawang building, including
the corner booths at the Emergency EXIT points are Standard perimeter booths.

Deluxe Centre Booth
TheDeluxe centre booth isavailable for$1,250+GST. This includes the area of 3m by3m
with a 3m separation wall. TheDeluxe centre booth has a header board(s) in an aluminium
frame on all open sides of the booth. All Deluxe centre booths inthe Budawang pavilion
are either a corner or inline booth (refer booth image below) .

Your organisation name or other wording (max40 characters) chosen by your organisation
printed on the header board(s)usingblack vinyl-cut UPPERCASE lettering is included at
NO CHARGE in2026.

Standard Centre Booth
NEW this year - the Standard centre booth is priced at $640+GST and consists of a 3m
by 2m area with no separation walls.There are 12 in the Budawang pavilion and 54 in the
Coorongpavilion.

White Octanorm Melamine Deluxe Booth Restrictions

on the Octanorm panels.
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Exhibitors Lounge
The Freycinet Room located in theConference Centre between the Budawang and Coorong
Pavilions has been designated as the Exhibitorsʼ lounge. FREE tea, coffee, juice, fruit, snack bars
and biscuits willbe available.
