The Upper Thames River Conservation Authority (UTRCA), in col-
laboration with Ontario Nature, is proud to announce the contribu-
tion of 855.76 hectares of natural areas & provincially significant
swamp land towards Canada’s target of protecting & conserving
30% of our lands & waters by 2030, known commonly as the
30x30 target. The partnership with Ontario Nature facilitated an
assessment of UTRCA lands, determining that 16 properties will
be registered under the Protected Areas designation in the Ca-
nadian Protected and Conserved Areas Database. This marks a
significant step towards halting & reversing biodiversity loss in the
Upper Thames River watershed. Notable areas include Harrington
Conservation Area (CA), Dorchester CA, and Embro CA. Each of
these areas consist of mixed woodland and coniferous plantations
centred around a small dam and pond. “Protecting these lands
through long-term conservation measures supports habitat for
species at risk, reduces the impacts of flood events, and provides
recreational opportunities” said Brandon Williamson, Land Man-
agement Coordinator, UTRCA.

...welcoming our first refugee family & one year of food security
and helping the environment through the EcoMarket & Café! First
of all, thank you to the many people from our community who of-
fered furniture, housewares, donation or time, talent & gift cards
to make a home for our Refugee Family — you’ve helped make it
all possible! After 4 years in the planning & fundraising stage, it's
been a whirlwind of recent activity — hearing from the family on
Good Friday that they’d be coming Apr 23, receiving official notice
of that on the Tuesday after Easter, but the search for accom-
modations already started on Easter Monday. After over a week
of looking, applications not being chosen by landlords, expanding
our search radius, raising our budget, etc., we were lucky enough
to find a beautiful four-year-old 4 bedroom house in the White
Oaks area of London (a predominantly Arab-speaking area with
lots of community supports & easy access to shopping and public
transportation.) Just sitting outside the house, wondering if it was
even worth trying as it was above our price point, it happened that
the landlord was there and, as it turns out, was himself a refugee
from Kosovo in 1999! His eyes filled with tears as he recounted
the work his sponsors had done to give his family a home away
from the war they’d fled, so he wanted to pay it forward, offering a
month’s free rent (putting it back in our price range,) allowing us in
early to set up the house & welcome the family without interim ac-
commodations, and left some furniture and a TV and other house-
hold items. As | write this, volunteers are in cleaning the house
& setting up the kitchen — tomorrow is moving day with all the
big items we’ve been collecting & storing being moved in and set
up — the next day will be the final touches & picking the family up
from the airport in Toronto in the evening to come home and make
their start in Canada. The Hammouda'’s are a family of 5 — a single
mother (her first husband died in the war & her second husband
abandoned them,) and her 4 children — an adult female who has
completed her first degree & hopes to do Pre-Med at Western, an
adult male, a teenage girl, and a seven-year-old girl. After having
fled the war in Syria in 2022, spending 4 years in Lebanon in one
room, enduring the recent bombing there, and now finally getting
their clearance to come to Canada, it is a new start for all of them!
Again, thank you for your help towards this cause & for all your
prayers for the family. AND, of course, May 1 will mark the first
anniversary of the EcoMarket &Café — our weekly event offering
food for everyone. Itis not just a handout, but a hand up, as well as
diverting good food from being wasted or even eventually making
it to landfills — it really is for everyone! There are tables set up to
enjoy a coffee & goodies as well, adding to the community atmo-
sphere, along with the background music and the friendliest volun-
teers you've ever met (we’re often told so by our patrons!) And, we
now have a Community Cupboard to store food between & have
available for emergencies between Markets. And we’ve been able
to expand to provide meat, eggs, milk & cheese every other week
when pre-ordered — all because of donations from our communi-
ty! So that’s a major community event happening every Thursday
(even Christmas Day & New Year’s Day this past year) for a whole
year & no signs of stopping! Many thanks to everyone contributing
— we couldn’t do it without you. Recently, someone said, “West-
minster has always supported missions — now we’re really doing
them, and that’s a major shift.” We hope it’s a shift you’ve noticed,
or may even want to become a part of — let us know & we’ll be
happy to help find the best fit for you, especially if you have time
to give to the Market, or especially helping the Hammouda’s learn
about life in Canada. You never know when taking the leap might
lead to something better than you’d ever thought possible — that’s
certainly been the case for us with both these projects.

OXFORD STEWARDSHIP AWARD WINNER:

Middle Grand Chapter of Freshwater Conservation Canada

Oxford County Warden Marcus Ryan presented the 2025 Oxford
Stewardship Award to the Middle Grand Chapter of Freshwater
Conservation Canada, honoring their contributions to land im-
provement & sustainability. The Middle Grand Chapter of Fresh-
water Conservation Canada, a passionate volunteer group, unites
behind a vision to renew & protect the health and biodiversity of
cold-water tributaries along the Middle Grand River. Over the past
3 years, the Middle Grand chapter has planted over 2,000 trees
along a stretch of Horner’s Creek in Oxford County, between 8th
and 10th Concession, just outside of Bright. The group pursues a
simple goal: healthier water. Cool, flowing water equals healthy
water. By planting trees, they create a buffer around the stream,
reduce runoff & sediment, and, as the trees mature, provide shade
that helps keep water temperatures down. With support from the
Oxford Clean Water Program, the group furthered these efforts by
organizing a community planting event at a farm property along
Horner’s Creek last spring, where 250 potted & bareroot trees
were added. The chapter collaborated closely with the Grand Riv-
er Conservation Authority, Enbridge, and local landowners, who
provided access to their properties to assist with tree planting and
the implementation of this project. Oxford County is honouring this
year’s Oxford Stewardship Award recipient with a $500 gift certif-
icate to purchase original artwork commissioned from an Oxford
County artist of their choice OR an experience at a local desti-
nation featured through Tour Oxford. In addition to this prize, the
Middle Grand Chapter has been added to the recognition wall at
the Oxford County Administration Building, designed to honour all
past and future recipients of the Oxford Stewardship Award. The
winner of the Oxford Stewardship Award is chosen by representa-
tives of local stewardship organizations, with Marinda Gras, Soil &
Crop Improvement Association, and Cher Sprague, Stewardship
