Shattered Reflections shares the inspiring true story
of Dr. Samuel Essah-Hienwo, a passionate academic
and social reform advocate dedicated to breaking
barriers and creating equitable opportunities for
minority male students. Born in Ghana, Dr. Essah-
Hienwo’ s commitment to education and systemic
reform has made him a beacon of hope for
marginalized communities, both in his homeland and
abroad.

His journey began in Kumasi, Ghana, where, despite
challenging odds, Samuel was motivated by the
wisdom and resilience of his parents. He worked
tirelessly to pursue higher education earning a degree

in Integrated Rural Arts and Industry at Kwame Nkrumah University of Science and
Technology. As he deepened his understanding of the issues minority students face, he
recognized that systemic inequities extended far beyond his country.

Seeking further education in the United States, Samuel faced new challenges in navigating the
complexities of race, education, and opportunity. He earned an MBA in Healthcare
Administration and a Ph.D. in Public Policy Administration from Walden University, focusing
on educational policy reform. As his influence in academia grew, Samuel emerged as a leading
advocate for minority male students, conducting pioneering research on Black male student
success and championing institutional change.

Through his work in college administration, Samuel has become a key figure in recruiting and
retaining minority students. His story also offers intimate glimpses of his personal life,
revealing his strong partnership with his wife, Wendy, and their shared commitment to raising
their four children while driving positive change. Dr. Essah-Hienwo’s journey paints a
powerful picture of a man using his experiences as a catalyst for global reform, lifting others
as he transforms the educational landscape.

Long before the term, “Black Girl Magic”, came
into being, Racine Smith Williams was the
first Black gymnast to win the Maryland State
All Around title in 1982. Racine grew up in
Lanham, MD. and trained at Royal T’s
Gymnastics Team in Crofton, MD. In 1984,
Racine was the first Black gymnast to receive a
full athletic scholarship to the University of
Nebraska where she competed all four years.
Racine was an Academic All-Big Eight and
earned two Big Eight team championships along
with finishing twice as a top ten team at the
Division 1 NCAA National Championships.

Racine received her Bachelor of Science in
Human Development from the University of
Nebraska in 1989 and earned her Master of Arts
in Counseling Psychology from Bowie State
University in 1992.
