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📌 Governor & State Legislature 

1. The Governor’s Address is delivered at the first session of the Legislative 

Assembly each year. 

2. The address is prepared by the elected State Government, not by the Governor 

personally. 

3. Constitutionally, the Governor is bound by the aid and advice of the Council of 

Ministers. 

📌 Constitutional Provisions 

4. Article 176 of the Indian Constitution deals with the Governor’s Address to the 

State Legislature. 

5. The address reflects the policies and programmes of the State Government. 

6. The Governor cannot alter, delete, or refuse the address arbitrarily. 

 

📌 Incident-Specific Points (Very Important) 

7. TN Governor R.N. Ravi refused to read the prepared customary address. 

8. He walked out of the Assembly after declining to read it. 

9. Raj Bhavan stated that the address contained “numerous unsubstantiated and 

misleading statements.” 

10. It also claimed that important public issues were ignored in the address. 

 



 
 

 

📌 Assembly Response 

11. Chief Minister M.K. Stalin moved a resolution in the Assembly. 

12. The Assembly adopted a resolution to take on record only the approved version of 

the Governor’s Address. 

13. The resolution was adopted unanimously. 

14. A Motion of Thanks to the Governor’s Address will still be debated in the House. 

 

📌 Constitutional & Political Significance 

15. The CM announced that DMK will consider a Constitutional amendment. 

16. Objective: To do away with the practice of beginning Assembly sessions with the 

Governor’s Address. 

17. The incident raises concerns related to: 

• Federalism 

• Constitutional morality

1. Economic Performance (2025–2026) 

Tamil Nadu has emerged as the fastest-growing large state economy in India, 
reaching several historic milestones. 

• Double-Digit Growth: For the first time in 14 years, the state recorded a real GSDP 
growth rate of 11.19% for 2024–25. 

• GSDP Projection: The Gross State Domestic Product (GSDP) for 2025–26 is 
projected to be ₹35,67,818 crore. 

• Fiscal Deficit: The state has successfully reduced its fiscal deficit, which is 
projected to drop to 3.0% of GSDP in 2025–26. 

• Per Capita Income: Tamil Nadu ranks 3rd among major states in per capita 
income (₹3.61 lakh), behind only Telangana and Karnataka. 

 

2. Flagship Social Welfare Schemes 

Major updates to welfare schemes were announced in the 2025–2026 budget cycle: 



 
 

 

• Kalaignar Magalir Urimai Thogai: This scheme, providing ₹1,000 monthly to 
women, was expanded in December 2025 to cover 1.30 crore beneficiaries. 

• Kalaignarin Kanavu Illam: A massive housing project with an allocation of ₹3,500 
crore to build 1 lakh new concrete houses in 2025–26, aiming for a "Hut-Free 
Tamil Nadu". 

• Education Loans: The state allocated ₹2,500 crore to provide educational loans 
to 1 lakh college students during the 2025–26 academic year. 

• Thozhi Hostels: New "Thozhi" working women's hostels are being constructed in 10 
locations, including Kanchipuram and Erode, with a ₹77 crore budget. 

 

3. Infrastructure and Industry 

• Semiconductor Mission: A dedicated Tamil Nadu Semiconductor Mission 
2030 was launched with a ₹500 crore initial fund to build parks in Sulur and 
Palladam. 

• Global City Project: TIDCO is commencing Phase 1 of the "Global City" 
project near Chennai, covering 2,000 acres. 

• Connectivity: The Mudhalvarin Grama Salaigal scheme received ₹2,200 crore to 
upgrade 6,100 km of rural roads. 

• New Museums: The budget sanctioned the Noyyal Museum in Erode and 
the Naavaai Museum in Ramanathapuram to preserve Tamil heritage. 

 

4. Education and Literacy 

• Adult Literacy Achievement: Tamil Nadu exceeded its five-year target under 
the New India Literacy Programme (NILP), reaching 30 lakh learners by 
November 2025. 

• Kalloori Kanavu: This initiative was expanded to 500 government schools to 
provide career guidance and scholarship awareness to graduating students. 

• Skill Development: A Hosur Knowledge Corridor and a Tidel Park in Hosur were 
announced to boost world-class technical infrastructure. 

 

5. Key Governance Events 

• Assembly Walkout (January 20, 2026): Governor R.N. Ravi walked out of the 
Tamil Nadu Legislative Assembly after declining to read the customary address, 
citing "unsubstantiated claims" in the prepared speech. 

• Constitutional Resolution: Following the walkout, Chief Minister M.K. Stalin piloted 
a resolution seeking constitutional amendments to remove the mandatory 
Governor’s address at the start of assembly sessions.
