Our Documentary Photography BA is a practice-led programme for the next generation of
visual storytellers. This course unlocks the potential of photography in the twenty-first century —
as a tool for dialogue, an act of resistance, a space for care and a platform for unheard voices.
At its core are social justice, critical inquiry and artistic ambition, combining technical skill with
ethical awareness to prepare you for a photography career that matters.

This programme is ideal for anyone passionate about visual storytelling and eager to cultivate a
professional practice in documentary and socially engaged contexts. You’ll build strong
technical and creative skills in photography, composition and showcasing your work. Alongside
aesthetics and process, you'll critically engage with the medium’s histories and contemporary
contexts, reflecting on ethics, representation and social responsibility.

Learning is practice-led, with the city of Berlin serving as both your backdrop and classroom.
Through hands-on assignments and fieldwork, you’ll develop your artistic voice while
collaborating with Berlin’s vibrant communities. Whether your path leads to freelance
documentary photography, editorial work, publishing or socially driven artistic practice, this
course supports your growth as an artist, storyteller and critically engaged citizen.

You can study this programme either as a full three-year BA degree or the first year only
as a one-year HE Certificate.

By the end of the course, you’ll have:

A refined body of work, ready for exhibition or publication.

Advanced technical proficiency and conceptual depth across a variety of platforms.
A professional portfolio that demonstrates your artistic voice and industry readiness.
The ability to present your work to diverse audiences, navigating ethical and creative
challenges with confidence.

Tools for career sustainability, including pitching, publishing, curating and exhibiting.
e A professional network built through live projects, collaborations and Berlin’s
international creative scene.

The Documentary Photography programme is part of our School of Film & Visual Media —
alongside our School of Music & Sound, School of Acting and School of Creative Human
Development. Our riverside campus is located at the Funkhaus. Berlin’s iconic broadcasting
complex from the GDR era now brings together events and creatives from around the globe.
Honouring the heritage of our building and the potential of broadcasting, we also have our very
own grassroots student-run radio station: Etikett Radio.

Our cutting-edge facilities are built with one thing in mind: maximising ‘hands-on’ access to
doing what you love. Think of it as your very own technological playground. Inside, you’ll find a
fully equipped film studio with green screen, a cinema, production labs and editing suites as
well as dedicated performance, acting and communal spaces as well as a range of vintage
sound and recording studios.

And because all our creative schools share the same building, your next collaborator could be
just around the corner or down the hallway. You’ll be creating alongside actors rehearsing,
musicians in the studio, visual artists rendering, writers workshopping, all under one roof. Your
work isn’t just shaped by what you do, but also by what’s happening around you.

Berlin has long been a magnet for visual storytellers. With its rich history of photojournalism,
radical art movements and street photography, the city offers a dynamic environment to
explore, experiment and grow as a documentary photographer.

Berlin hosts world-class photography exhibitions, like those at C/O Berlin, Berlinische Galerie,
and the Helmut Newton Foundation — giving you direct access to influential works and
emerging trends alike. Events like the C/O Berlin Talent Award spotlight new voices in
documentary and critical image-making, while alternative spaces like nGbK’s Art in the
Underground and collectives like Palace 90mil support grassroots activism, DIY culture and
socially engaged practice.

Whether you’re documenting your surroundings, engaging with community-led initiatives, or
developing longer-term projects rooted in your own background, Berlin will become your
canvas. The city’s complexity — shaped by migration, resistance, gentrification, and creativity —
makes it an ideal place to define your own photographic voice and contribute meaningfully to
ongoing conversations.

In your downtime? There are a million ways to soak up the atmosphere in a city that never
sleeps. You can explore intimate galleries, get inspired at photography festivals, or visit one of
Berlin’s many art bookstores and community zine fairs. Whether you’re just starting out or
refining your vision, Berlin offers space to challenge yourself and be seen.

— Practice-based learning continuously pushes you out of your comfort zone, requiring you to
take action. Our supported structure for experimenting, testing and refining your ideas, allows
you to build confidence in your creative decision-making and practice.

You’ll graduate with a body of documentary
photography work that reflects your voice, your values, and your journey — ready to share with
collaborators, curators, and communities.

This programme is built to prepare you for the realities of contemporary photography,
blending hands-on technique with critical, ethical, and conceptual depth. You’ll learn how to:

Develop and produce socially engaged photographic projects

Work confidently with digital and analogue cameras, lighting, and editing tools
Integrate text, sound, and moving image into your visual narratives
Collaborate across disciplines and with community partners

Apply ethical frameworks and critical thinking to real-world topics

Manage your creative process from idea to exhibition or publication

You’ll graduate with a resolved portfolio and a distinct artistic voice—one that reflects your
skills, perspective, and ambition as a documentary photographer ready to make an impact.
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Course structure & learning outcomes
The Documentary Photography programme unfolds over three years:

Year 1 focuses on the foundations: learning how to see, shoot, edit and sequence
photographs within short timeframes and under creative limitations. You’ll begin building core
technical skills while exploring the ethics and possibilities of documentary storytelling.

Year 2 expands your practice after the intensive first year of exploration. You’ll take on more
ambitious, self-directed projects, deepening your technical range and investigating what you
can uniquely bring to the medium — as well as what defines powerful visual narratives.

Year 3 culminates in a major project that integrates everything you’ve learned. In your final
year, you're in control: dedicating time to a sustained, research-led body of work, ready for
exhibition, publication or professional launch.

You can study this programme either as a full three-year BA degree or the first year only
as a one-year HE Certificate.

By working with sequencing, framing,
and engaging with your subject, you’ll start to craft stories that go beyond single images and
begin developing your own approach to visual storytelling.

Take creative risks,
explore new ideas and reflect on your process as you develop your own artistic voice.

In your final year, you’ll develop a sustained, research-led body of work that reflects your full
technical ability, conceptual understanding, and critical perspective.

consolidation, where independent practice, professional readiness, and artistic clarity come to
the forefront.

You’ll begin by proposing a major project that defines the scope, method, and goals of your
final photographic work. Whether it's a long-form documentary, a personal or political series, or
a collaboration with a community, your project will require deep research, visual planning, and
critical engagement.

Throughout the year, you’ll refine your photographic voice through one-to-one tutorials, peer
feedback, and guidance from experienced tutors. You’ll explore ethical representation,
audience engagement, and the broader impact of your work in social and cultural contexts.

You’ll also prepare for your professional future—developing a portfolio, writing artist
statements, and learning how to present your work across different platforms, from exhibitions
and photobooks to digital media.

By graduation, you’ll have a fully realised body of work ready for public presentation and the
skills to move forward as an independent photographer, artist, or socially engaged creative.

This is your moment to define your practice and take the next step as a critically engaged
visual storyteller.

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3. Funding opportunities and Catalyst scholarships

As an accredited higher education provider, our students are eligible for a variety of national
and international financial aid schemes. This includes the German state funding stream BAf6G,
which is open to citizens of Germany, EU countries and some non-EU citizens too. Depending
on which country you are a citizen of, this may also open up funding from other programmes
supporting further-education. Read more about the various funding opportunities on our
website.

We also offer our own_€6,000 scholarships for eligible Bachelor’s students. These reduce
tuition by €2,000 per year across three years. Scholarship recipients are embedded into the
Catalyst community by taking an active role in collaborative projects and event support.

1. Global stories & cultural perspectives scholarship: For documentary photographers
from diasporic, non-Western or otherwise underrepresented cultural backgrounds who
use imagery to tell stories not typically seen in mainstream media.

2. Equity in film & visual media: For photographers exploring identity, community and
systems of power, particularly from perspectives often left out of the mainstream. It
supports those navigating structural barriers as they build a creative path in visual
media.

3. Social justice & documentary storytelling scholarship: For photographers using
long-form, community-based or issue-driven approaches to investigate displacement,
climate, borders or social inequality.

4. Narrative reinvention scholarship (career switchers): For applicants moving from
another field into documentary photography, bringing new perspectives, transferable
skills and life experience to visual storytelling.

Visa requirements

Visa-required: If you require a visa before entering Germany (e.g. citizens of India,
Brazil, Mexico, China, Turkey), you must apply at a German embassy before arrival. Our
Visa Support Service (included in the enrolment fee) supports you with paperwork,
appointments and timelines. Visa processing can take 3—-6 months, so early application
is essential.

Post-arrival visa: If you're from a country that allows visa-free entry (e.g. USA, Canada,
Japan, South Korea), you can enter Germany without a visa and apply for your student
residence permit after arrival.

Visa-exempt (EU/EEA/Switzerland): If you're a citizen of the EU, EEA or Switzerland,
you don't need a visa or residence permit to study in Germany.

5. How to apply
Our application process is straightforward — just follow these seven steps:

Check deadlines — especially if you need a visa to enter Germany or financial support.
Prepare your portfolio — requirements vary by course, check our “How to apply” page.

Submit your application at catalyst-berlin.com/apply, including personal and
educational details, a motivation statement, your portfolio and supporting documents
such as transcripts or proof of language ability.

Apply for a scholarship (if eligible) — by completing the additional Scholarship Form,
which requires an additional motivation letter and background information.

Wait for our response — we’ll be in touch within around two weeks. Sometimes we’ll
ask for follow-up information or invite you for an interview. Keep an eye on your inbox.

Confirm your place — once you receive an offer letter, secure it by paying the
enroliment fee within 14 days.

Get ready for Berlin — once your enrolment fee is paid, you’re officially enrolled. Next
you’ll set up your payment plan, receive your welcome package and access preparation
materials for your studies. We recommend finding accommodation as soon as you’re
sure that you’re studying with us, and arriving one month before your classes begin.
