Afterward, enjoy a traditional 3-course

lunch at the world’s oldest inn, family-run since

1658 and recognized by the Guinness Book of

Records. Return to Regensburg in the afternoon

and enjoy free time to relax or continue exploring

the charming old town.

After breakfast, travel from Regensburg to

Munich for a city tour of its iconic sights,

including Marienplatz, the Olympic Park,

the peaceful English Garden, and grand

Nymphenburg Palace. After free time for

lunch, continue to the picturesque alpine

village of Inzell in the Chiemgau region,

where glacier-carved landscapes, mountain

lakes, and forested hills welcome you for a

relaxing three-night stay.
