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IPSWICH WANDERERS CLUB HISTORY
> �The Club started as an under 14’s boys team in 1980. Two yrs later 

they entered the lowest division of the Ipswich Sunday League.
> �Joined the newly formed Eastern Counties Division One 

sponsored by Jewsons in 1987 as founder members. 
> �Home games were played at our present ground at Humber 

Doucy Lane, under the name of Loadwell Ipswich. Jimmy Barker 
became a very influential chairman and he negotiated a name 
change to Lancaster Ipswich FC before we eventually became 
Ipswich Wanderers. Jimmy died in November 1994 and his 
presence is sadly missed. Thankfully after all his work he saw the 
floodlights switched on in September 1994 in a match against 
Ipswich Town. 

> �Great ground improvements were made in the early years under 
the direction of Development Officer Roger Woshalo and ground 
Manager Tim Davey. 

> �A losing Suffolk Senior Cup appearance in 1996/97 lead to the 
following season becoming Champions of Division One, under the 
Chairmanship of Alan Haste, nine points clear of Maldon Town and 
losing only three league matches all season. Reaping the rewards 
of a successful youth policy which saw numerous trophies filling 
the clubhouse cabinet, a well organised side with a good balance 
between youth and experience saw us establish ourselves as a 
Premier Division side for a number of seasons until we suffered 
relegation on the last day of the 2002/3 season at Wisbech.

> �The following season saw Jason Dozzell join the Club as Manager 
and after a midtable finish in his first campaign, the second season 
saw the Club sweep to the 1st Division title and with the assistance 
of Kevin Cunningham and Glynn Hague, the team finished 7th in 
the Premier Division in 2005/6, with the League’s second best 
defence with home crowds on average exceeding 100. 

> �At the end of the 2005/6 Jason Dozzell and Chairman David Bugg 
left. Local businessman Ed Nicholls became Chairman and John 
Clarkson was appointed Manager having arrived with a reputation 
from the West Country. During the season he guided the club to 
the final of the Ridgeons League Cup, the 5th round of the FA 
Vase and a Suffolk Premier Cup Semi Final against Ipswich Town. 

> �At the end of the campaign John left the Club and with an exodus 
of players, the Club appointed ex player Louis Newman to the role, 
Louis built a young, inexperienced squad and after a poor start to 
the campaign which included some record defeats, was replaced 
by another former player Steve Buckle who was brought in to 
rebuild the squad and hopefully retain the Clubs’s premier status. 
Unfortunately Steve was unable to prevent relegation and the only 
positive from the season was the Reserves capture of the Chell 
Trophy defeating Wroxham.

> ��Despite Steve’s best efforts over the following few seasons the 
Club failed to build a promotion push throughout the campaigns 
and after a poor start to the 2011/12 season, Steve and Assistant 
Paul Grainger parted company with the Club. New chairman Terry 
Fenwick appointed Glenn Read and he brought in his own players 
and former Stowmarket Town boss Steve Jay as his assistant. He 
quickly revamped the squad and had the Club climbing the table 
before the end of the season.

> ��The 2012/3 season saw the Club just fail to clinch promotion to the 
Premier Division and lose on penalties in the semi final in the First 
Division Cup. The season did finish on a high as the Club clinched 
its first ever Suffolk Senior Cup trophy defeating local rivals 
Whitton United in the final. It was a remarkable victory coming 
from a goal down in normal time and then from 3-0 down in the 
penalty shoot out.

> ��2013/14 saw promotion achieved with two long unbeaten runs 
ensuring a return to the Premier Division, we also lost a tight Senior 
Cup final against Whitton United and set a new club record with a 
12-1 win over Downham Town. 

> �The 2014/15 was mixed as we adapted to Premier Division and 
finished 9th and enjoyed a good run in the FA Vase but off field the 
club lost one of its driving forces Roger Wosahlo mid-season.

> �In 2015-16 we defeated Canvey Island in the FA Cup and enjoy our 
best ever FA Vase run but with a heavy fixture backlog, relegation 
fears were only ended just before the season end. Glenn stepped 
down at the end of the season and for 2016-17 the Club appointed 
Shane Wardley as Player/Manager. 

> �Shane’s first season saw us almost emulate our highest ever 
position, however, after a poor start to the 2017-18 season Shane 
resigned and following a disastrous spell under Mark Benterman, 
club legend Mark Goldfinch took over the side ably assisted by 
James Buckle and Daniel Thrower. Unfortunately, relegation could 
not be avoided and in 2018-19 we consolidated and lost in the 
Senior Cup Semi Final to Cornard.

> �In 2019-20 with Stephen Boyle taking over as Chairman, we 
rebuilt and after a sticky spell in October we were closing in on the 
promotion pack and reached a Semi Final of the Suffolk Senior Cup 
before the season came to an abrupt end. With further additions 
on field and some good improvements off field under Stephen’s 
leadership, we then looked to gain the vital promotion required for 
us to take the next steps forward with a good squad. The start to 
the next season was positive and a second Senior Cup trophy was 
clinched in the delayed final with a single strike from Connor Field 
clinching the trophy.

> �After a couple of Covid-19 disrupted and curtailed seasons, for 
the 2021/22 season Wanderers went into action in the Thurlow 
Nunn First Division South. With what became a tight run affair and 
particular rivalry with Buckhurst Hill also aiming for the title, it went 
almost to the wire, Wanderers finally having the upper hand, and 
lifting the trophy with a goal 10 seconds from time in the final home 
game. With the final of the Suffolk Senior Cup to follow, we finished 
the season with 26 straight wins, and a well deserved double of 
league and cup was won!

> �The following season started with four cup fixtures in the opening 
7 games, and a haul of just 3 points from the first 5 league games 
meant Wanderers were already playing catch up when our league 
campaign really got going. A run of 6 wins in an 8 game unbeaten 
run helped to move us up the table before another rare defeat. 
More wins followed until in January, we visited top of the table 
Thetford, which ended in a 1-2 defeat. After this, Wanderers 
embarked on another 17-game winning run to the end of the 
season, including coming from behind to avenge the result against 
Thetford, going above them and ultimately become Thurlow Nunn 
Premier winners - back to back champions - and into Step 4 football 
for the first time in  
the club’s history.

> �The 2023/24 season, the first for the club in the Isthmian League 
North came with added pressure - both on and off the pitch. A poor 
start to the season on the pitch brought a change in September, 
with the departure of Mark Goldfinch & James Buckle. Glen Driver 
came in as manager, with the task of keeping the club clear of 
relegation. Off the pitch was a mammoth job with a huge amount 
of work needed to pass the ground grading requirements to stay at 
this level. The inspection in April brought a great deal of relief, and 
along with the efforts of Glen and his team on the pitch, meant the 
aims for the season were achieved. 

> �Last season will go down as a disappointment but with green 
shoots of recovery at the end. We began the season under Glen 
Driver’s management but unfortunately results were not positive 
and Glen stepped down before Christmas and we welcomed 
Michael Brothers into the helm, performances picked up but the 
damage had been done before his appointment. Michael and his 
management team are rebuilding well and we look forward to 
seeing how this develops this season as we look for a quick return 
to step 4.

TODAY’S  VISITORS TO THE DOUCY
We welcome the players, management, officials 
and supporters of Kirkley & Pakefield FC.
CLUB HISTORY 
1886–1888: Early Beginnings
Kirkley FC first appeared in December 1886, playing East 
Suffolk FC at Crown Meadow. After winning a rematch 
1–0 and another victory, the two clubs merged to form 
Lowestoft FC.
1890–1914: Growth and Rivalry
A new Kirkley FC was formed in 1890, playing at St 
Aubin’s College. The club won the Suffolk Junior Cup in 
1893–94 and reached the FA Amateur Cup Semi-Final in 
1896–97 but was expelled for fielding an ex-professional. 
They moved to Kirkley Recreation Ground and became 
known for their pink and black kit. A proposed merger 
with Lowestoft Town in 1908 collapsed, and financial 
issues led to disbanding in 1914.
1919–1935: Reformation and Merger
Kirkley FC reformed in 1919 and rejoined league football 
in 1920–21. They returned to their iconic pink and 
black kit in 1924–25 and won the Suffolk Senior Cup. 
In 1929–30, they merged with Waveney Athletic to 
become Kirkley & Waveney. The club later became part 
of Lowestoft Town FC.
1978–2007: Kirkley United FC
In 1978, Brooke Marine became Kirkley United FC, 
reviving the Kirkley name. The club climbed the Anglian 
Combination leagues and enjoyed major success in 
the early 2000s, winning multiple cups and gaining 
promotion to the Ridgeons Premier Division. In 2007, 
the club merged with Pakefield Boys to form Kirkley & 
Pakefield FC.

2009–2011: Progress and Restructuring
2009–10: Achieved a best-ever 4th place finish in the 
Ridgeons Premier League, with strong FA Cup and FA 
Vase runs.
2010–11: Jon Reynolds led the First Team; youth and 
reserve teams expanded.
2011–12: Focus shifted to youth development. The U18s 
won the Ridgeons Youth League, and the B team earned 
promotion.
2012–2015: Growth On and Off the Pitch
2012–13: Paul Tong took over as First Team Manager. 
Jamie Godbold and Andy Reynolds were appointed in 
2013. The U18s won the Thurlow Nunn Youth League.
2013–14: A £708,000 3G floodlit pitch was completed, 
enhancing facilities for all teams.
2014–15: Matched best-ever league finish (4th). Ladies 
and walking football teams were reformed. Gaven Tipple 
was appointed First Team Manager.
2015–2020: Competitive Highlights
2015–16: Finished 5th; reached League Cup semi-final 
and had a strong FA Cup run. Ladies won their league and 
reached the Suffolk County Cup Final.
2016–17: Mark Willis took over; U18s won all 18 games to 
become East Division Champions.
2017–18: Despite injuries, the First Team finished 10th. 
AFC Royals U18s showed resilience.
2019–20: Under Gary McGee, the First Team reached the 
FA Vase 4th Round—club’s best-ever run. Season ended 
early due to COVID-19.

2020–2023: Transition and Challenges

2020–21: Jack Herbert became Player-Manager; season 
halted with the team in 6th.

2024–25: 1st Team: Managed by Ross Gilfedder, finished 14th.
Reserves: Initially led by Simon Cushion and Lee Henwood, 
taken over mid-season by Matty Lay, finishing 12th.
U23s: First season in Anglian Combination League 4 
South, finished 9th (Simon Muirhead).
U18s: Managed by Gary Lansdale and Matthew 
Hammersley, built a strong squad for the future.
AFC Royals: Crowned league champions under Reece 
Phipps, finishing 6 points clear with only two losses.
2025–26: First Team: Ross Gilfedder continued as Player-
Manager. In March 2026, Gilfedder stood down as 1st 
team manager to take up the role of Director of Football. 
As a consequence Nathan Russell has taken on the 1st 
team management job.
Reserves: Managed by Matty Lay.
U23s: Simon Muirhead remained in charge.
U18s: New leadership under James Nolloth.
AFC Royals: Reece Phipps returned last minute due to 
management changes.

The U16s EJA return to action this Sunday against 
Mulbarton after a week’s break — good luck to the 
squad.

Our SSYFL U18s narrowly missed out on advancing 
in their cup competition, losing on penalties to AFC 
Kesgrave. Considering they suffered a 
7–0 defeat to the same opposition only a 
few weeks ago, taking the league leaders 
all the way to penalties is a huge step 
forward. They now turn their attention 
to another cup fixture this weekend in 
the Essex Open Cup, where they aim to 
defend the trophy as current holders.

Results were mixed for our Thurlow 
Nunn sides. The U18s endured a 
tough outing away at Sudbury, falling 
to a heavy 7–0 loss — a reminder of the 
standards required at this level. We’re 
confident they’ll take the lessons on 
board and respond positively in the 
coming weeks. It was encouraging, 

however, to see several players returning from long-
term injuries.

The U23s continued their push for the league title 
with a hard-fought 1–0 win over a strong Hadleigh 
side. A big thank you to Mason Harvey and Shopov, 
who both needed minutes and showed real 
leadership throughout. It’s another great example of 
how seamlessly the club integrates U23 players with 
the first team and vice versa.

A win this week against Holland would guarantee 
a top-three finish — a remarkable achievement for 
a squad in only its second year, and a testament to 
the outstanding work of all our youth coaches in 
developing players.

In other positive news, we’re delighted to be working 
with Felixstowe to offer some of their U18 players a 
pathway into the U23s at Wanderers.

Finally, a reminder that next week we host the 
U18s Midweek Cup Semi-Final on Wednesday 
25th March, followed by the Suffolk U14s on 
Saturday 28th March. It’s fantastic to see the 
club progressing not only at first-team level but 
throughout the entire youth pathway.
